TDK CITY'S HEALTH.

Dr. Allen Bare It le Hotter Than Ever 
Before.

At yesterday’s meeting of the Board of 
Health Aid. Burns asked Medical Health 
Officer Allen for his opinion regarding the 
general health of the city.

“The city,” replied the doctor, “is much 
healthier than last year. In fact, Toronto 
is healthier than ever.

“Diphtheria is very much below last year, 
and comparatively speaking lower than for 
years. Not only are o«Sl« now reported 
with more regularity, but physician», 
in order to protect the public health, 
sometimes report as diphtheria ’ oases that 
are not really such, but about which there 
ie some doubt

“Compared with citiee I have recently 
visited in the United States, Toronto ie 
mnch healthier. We have fewer case» of 
typhoid than for years paet. And if you 
had those privy pits removed I think we 
could look cholera in the face without fear.

“ These 
The fact
typhoid ie evidence that the water supply 
ie fairly good.”

Beams of self-satisfaction overspread the 
countenance» ol the members while Dr. 
Allen was speaking.

Or How to Fill Two Baskets 

With One Hand. YOUR GOODMr. Massey's III* Project and Exemp­
tion—An Esplanade on the Lake 

Shore-road.
Mr. H. A. Massey appeared before the 

Property Committee yesterday afternoon to 
explain hie scheme for the erection of a 
music hall at Victoria and Shuler streets 
and requested that the building be exempt 
from taxation when finished.

It was decided to sek for the necessary 
legislative power to grant the request. At 
Mr. Massey’s suggestion the City Solicitor 
will co-operate in’*drawing up the lease.

Mr. Frederick Chambers again submitted 
the scheme of Wallace Maclean, Dr. Bent- 
lev, R. Kidney, C. C. Robinson, Frederick 
Chamberlain, John Small, Esther Chamber- 
lain for"the reclamation of the water-front 
along the Lake Shore-road. The proposi­
tion is to create land from High Park west­
erly to the Humber and extendingfiOO feetout 
into the lake. The petitioners will bnild a 
66-foot esplanade, properly piled, and pre­
sent it to the city. In return for these 
improvements they ask a free lease of the 
water lot» fronting on High Park. The 
syndicate agree to expend $50,000 the first 
year.

The matter was sent on to council with­
out recommendation.

Commissioner Coatsworth submitted an­
other proposition for increasing the capacity 
of the Registry Office. At the last meeting 
of the committee it was decided to put on 
another story, but this, it seems, is not 
satisfactory to Registrar Ryan. He desires 
that the two department» (east and weal) 
be entirely separated, one upetairs and the 
other downstairs.

According to the estimate of Architect 
Burke the total cost would be $19,408. Mr. 
Coatsworth said of this sum he already had 
$7600 on hand, and a further sum of $5000 
had been placed in the estimates for 1893. 
A balance of $6808 would in consequence 
have to be raised.

It was decided to recommend the desired 
improvements to the council.

Engineer Keating, Solicitor Biggar and 
Commissioner Coatsworth were instructed 
to report on the request nf E A. Cullerton 
for the lease of the east end of Aahbridge’s 
Bay with the object of damming it off tor 
ice harvesting purposes.

ÿil; Fathers’ Absurd street Naming end 
Numbering,

Editor World: It ia one of the strange 
anomalie» of the City Council in street 
naming that the great thoroughfare College- 
street on Ita south side between Queen- 
street-avenue and Elizabeth-street is called 
“Avenue-street,” while it is an integral 
part of College-street There is a like ab­
surdity in the numbering, No. 1 begins at 
Yonge-street running on up to Elizabeth- 
street; then another No. 1 begins, from 
which the numbers run consecutively till 
Queep-street-avenue is reached, where a 
new numbering begins again, which divides 
the south side of College-street into three 
sections, a» if each were a separate and dis­
tinct street. Another absurdity is the mis­
use of the word “avenue,” which in sense 
and practice formerly designated a wide 
street, but ie now applied to every little 
back lane street in the city.

It ie to be hoped that a new council may 
be elected which Will see the confusion that 
the College-street anomaly gives to people 
trying to find any place there, and name 
and number the whole street what it really 
ia—College-street.

to native borrowers.
In 1887 the amount of stock paid up was 

$26,772,000, their total loans on real estate 
then current being $75,000,000, the excess 
of loans over paid-up stock being $48,228,- 
«X). In 1891 they had $32,336,000 paid-up 
stock and $101,161,000 of loane on real 
estate, the excess being $68,825,000. That 
is, on an increased basis of paid-up stock of 
$5,564,000 they had enlarged their ad­
vances to borrowers by over tw elve times 
that sum. To enable their business to be 
eo expanded they issued debentures pay­
able in Great Britain by about $14,000,000, 
the total amount thus due on these securi­
ties to foreign investors in 1891 being 
than 50 per cent, over the amount of them 
in 1887. They also enlarged their issue of 
debentures to Canadian investors from five 
and a half to eight millions.

Thii utilization of foreign capital by our 
loan companies may not be quite aa directly 
profitable as the use of local depoaits, but 
it has decided advantages, which indirectly 
compensate the cotnpauies for any higher 
price which may be given for money 
realized from debentures over that paid for
