Detectives Davis and Slemin were success­
ful last night in placing under arrest John 
Anderson, who is evidently an old hand 
at this kind of work. His 
tire outfit, together with about $2000 
worth of old stamps, which have bean clean­
ed, are also at headquarters.

Though Anderson is under arrest it is not 
upon the charge of defrauding the Govern­
ment that be is held, but upon ons of a 
character Almost as grave.

The prisoner is well known around nearly 
all the down-town offices, as he was always 
to be found routing around through old 
heaps of rubbish, etc., hunting fop envelopes 
with stamps upon them. , _

Some few days ago D, McColl & Co., 
wholesale milliners, x ipceived 
timation from Anderson that he had 
found a note drawn in their favor 
far the amount of $1097 and that 
upon the receipt of a reward it would 
be forwarded to them.

McColl & Co. wrote, asking Anderson to 
step down to their office when he would cer­
tainly be given a reward, but this Ander­
son "declined to do. Several more letters 
were exchanged, when finally a representa­
tive of tne firm called on Anderson at his 
room, 18 Temperanoe-street, and demanded 
the note forthwith. The latter refused to 
give it up without a reward, stating that Iu- 
spector Stark told him to bold it for the re­
ward. His demand was not extortionate, 
being only a dollar, which was paid him. ,

The firm, however, were not satisfied with 
his explanation of how he found 
the note "and the facts of the case were laid 
before Inspector Stark of the detective de­
partment.

At 5 o’clock yesterday afternoon Detec­
tives Davis and Slemiu were detailed to 
bring Anderson to headquarters. They 
found him busy at work among his stamps 
in the attic of 18 Temperance-street, and, 
arresting him, brought him before the in­
spector, who put him through, his “cate­
chism” so thoroughly as to be convinced in­
side of a very few minutes that he bad good 
grounds upon which to hold the man.

While being examined Anderson kept up a 
running fire of threats of what he would do 
in case he was detained, representing him­
self to be a man of means.

In the meantime the two detectives bad 
returned to the prisoner’s room, and confis­
cated a large chest literally filled to the rim 
with boxes of Canadian stamps of different 
denominations and postal oards,the cancella­
tion marks on which had been so deftly re­
moved as to in many cases defy the eyes of 
an expert.

A large bottle containing the chemical 
solution with which tbe old man accomplish­
ed the cancellations was also found in the 
room, which was miserably furnished, con­
taining merely a couple of chairs, a rickety 
table and a wreck-of a stove.

A meeting of tbe Board of Management of 
the Toronto Publie Library was held yester­
day afternoon, with Mr. Mara in the .chair.
