Western cattle market are very strong 
for all classes of cattle. Good butcher 
cattle are unchanged at yesterday s low 
prices. Butcher cows continue strong 
and unchanged at from $5.50 to $6.00. 
Feeding steers are very strong and in 
good demand. Steers show no change 
from last week's strong prices. Milkers
are unchanged. Sheep and lambs are 
steady but rather scarce. Calves are 
plentiful and about steady in price. 
There are no hogs fed and watered otter- 
ing. The 300 hogs here sold at about 
ioc stronger than last week. One load 
weighed off cars sold at $8.75» aQd the 
remainder at $8.25 f.o.b. Receipts show 
63 cars, consisting of 1,100 cattle, 200 
sheep and lambs, 300 hogs and 480 
calves.
