Inuearsie Postuarks,—There is no vahid
reason why the postmark on a letter should
not be ae legible as the business card that is
often printed on the corner of the envelope.
It ia frequently important to know when
and where an envelope containing a letter
or a mauuscript was mailed, and the posts
mark must be depended on to give the in~
formation. In most cases the dependence
is vain. The carelessnees of hurried postal
clerks puts only & blur where the postmark
ought to be, and the public suffers, some-
times seriously, in consequence, Yankee
ingenuity can certainly devise a cancell-
ing machine which will cancel stamps and
postmark letters rapidly and well. Pro-
bably there is such a machine already in-
vented, The public should protect itself
by insisting that the post-office regulations,
requiriog legible postmarks showiog when
leteers were mailed and when they were
received, shall be complied with, and by
making persistent complaints whenever
carelessness is evident, If every one who
receives an envelope without a legible
postmark will enclose it in a letter of com-
plaiot to the postmaster-general, putting
the blame as nearly as possible where it
belongs, it is safe to assume that improve-
ment will be made, provided, of course,
the postmaster-general is not forever buried
from sight by the avalanche of his first
