The war trumpeters who supply the American and Canadian papers
with startliog itéms with respect to the chances of an outbreak in Europe,
have seized with avidity upon the rumored agreement arnived at by the
French and Russian Governments, taking 1t for granted that France dusired
war. As a matter of fact the French people are strongly averse to the
policy pursued by the Government ; defease, nat defiauce, 15 the only policy
which French national feeling will endorse, and hence the diplomatical
flirtation which has been going on between the Governments at Paris and
8t. Petersburg has resulted in nothing definite.

In consequence of the refusal of the German Reichstag to confirm the
Government's Army Bill, that body has bzen dissolved and elections will
be at once held throughout Germany. Tne goverament desired the pas-
sage of a measure which would place tha acmy far the teem of seven years
on what is known as a peace establishmzo'. thas virtuilly withdrawing from
the Reichstag for that period the parliamzntary contiol of military expendi-
tures. The Reichstag agreed to a term of three years, but the gaverament,
failing in securing the septennate, prefer 10 appeal to the country. Upon
the resuit of the elections depends the continued ascendency of Bismarck in
German affairs. :

It would make orr neighbors in Europe laugh, says the Dominivn
Clurchman, if they knew that the oldest church in America was once
stolen, and carried away seven miles ; but such is the fact, and these are the
circumstances as we learn from the New England Magazine. A church
was built on the Sparsen Hill, Wickford, Rhode Island, 1707, but in three-
quarters of a century the people hac aoved to a more convenient settle-
ment, seven miles lower down.
