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who botrayed the causo of Christendom. Whilo the
Rowar of that mighty and entbuslustic host, which their
dotermined and remorsiloss master had gathered round
We walls, bad beon won from' Christendom ; ¢ while
the greatest part of Maliomet's pachas snd Janisaries
wore the cffepring of Christian parents ;* Christians,
who had thoir faith and their liberty to save, bung
tack, and refuse! to fight in company. Tha Genoeao
tiaders of Galata were bargsining for themselves with
hlahomet, ia the very baight and crisis of the siege ;
and Jooked on without molesting bim, when he deagged
Lis barks under tbeir fortlfeations, from tho Bospborus
to the barbour. It was a Clristian engineer who gavo
Blahomet bis artillery ;—but bo was porbafls, only a
dull crafisran working for his bread ;—it was a Cbris-
tian ambamsedor in the camp of Mahomet, the ambassa.
dor of tho great Hunyady, whoinstructed the awkward
artillsrymen bow to breach the rampart.

It is some relief in this oppressive spoctacle of blind-
neus, of basouess, amd of dacay, to rest our oyes on the
fmperfect virtuo and desolate end of the last Constan-
tine. A bravo man in a hord of cowards, yet oven he
did nct deserva to save Constantinople : for ke had sold
his consclenco zad outraged his people, by purchasing
the niggard aid of the Latins at the price of tho bumil-
istion of the Eastern Church. But be, atlcast, had
taken bis resolution to endnrc oven to death, and that
gavo bim noblencss.  He calmly bore the insulta of tho
fanatic and dastardly populacoin tho streets, who re-
membered only that ho bad suffered a Roman legato to
profanc by the Western ritual the altar of St. Sophia,
aod booted bim, while bo was toiling against bope to
save them. Then, when all was dono ; whea, in spite
of all, ths Turks were in the harbour, and the walls
had crumbled benrath their cannon ; when the great
breach was now ready at the gate of St. Bomanus, ard
the last sun bhad set on an empire of cleven bundred
years, bo prepared todic, as one who bore the namo
aad the crown of him who had been tho first of Chrus-
tian kings. All Clristmas times, all Lent, all Esster
tide, at Peatecost, on Ascension-day, there had been
emplines and eolitude under the deme of Justinian .
since the Latin prelate bad been tbere, the crowds of
Greek worshippers bad forsaken it, as delivered over
to demons  lte midnight gloom was the fit refuge for
8 deserted emperor, when bis soul came to seck for the
last mournful moments of peace. Al around the city,
from the beights of Galata, along the bridge across the
barbour, and in fiont of the city walls to the ghore of
Propontis, a dazzling blaze of illumination lighted up
the Turkish lines; io the camp, aud on the sea, festive
lurmps were bung out on tent, and mast, and yard-arm,
and the ewouts of exuiting multitudes, proclaiming the
greatness of the false prophet, and tho victery of the
moriow, rose ficrce and wild on allsides through the
pight, hilo the last rite that Christians were 10 pes-
form in St. Sophia was celebrated, the midnight com-
maunion of its doomed emperor.  Humbled and meek
in his fortitade, bo earnestly craved, ashis last reonest,
the foriveness of those from whom ha was parting,
Dawn found bin in ths bresch, breasting tho destroy-
jng siorm.  He bors op while the Gerocse captain,
Giustiniani, who bad fought with him through the siege,
remained by his side. He might, porhaps, bave borne
up succesnsfully—bat Giusinisni was at length wound.
¢d; whetber from the apory of bis wound, or, as others
thooght, from a despair which he could control no long.
er, the gallantest of the Jtalian captains left the breach;
and when the stranger forrook him, Constantine sunk
beneath hisfate. He perisbed, uarecoznised, by 8n
unknown hand. A faw bours aQterwzrds, Aatomet
gode throuph the gate, in which 1be beaps of corpses
showed whero the last fierce struggle for the perishing
empire bad taken placo; and ksew not that 1ko Ca-
sar's wzsamong them. It was Dsund bsfore evening ;
asd, for a secend time within ten years, the head of a
Christian king was borae on a pike thraugh the camp
of the Ottomans.

They were metat Mills Village
by the Rector and V. Storns Esq., when tho party
rested a fow momonts, affording hus Lordship sn op-
portunity of visiting ene ¢r two of tho proposed mites of
the intended Church, and of admiring the beauties of
this neat and thriving village. On the motrow a
large congregation amsombled in tho accustomed place
to umte in tho solomn servises of the day, r dered
moro than usonlly intercsting by tho preser .o of tho
Chiof Pastor, and his confirming a band of candidates
in their act of solf dedicauon to u hfo of faith and boly
obedienco, and the subsequent admussion of several
into full communion and fellowsbip with tbo Chursh of
Chust.  ‘Tho interest of tho occrsion wasalsonota
little enhanced by the previous admission of ono of the
candidates into tho Church by the nunistration of Flo-
ly Baptism. Wo oover witnessed a miore improssive
service.  Fow, but wera deeply aflocted, and many a
fervent prayer was offered ““that sue who by baptism
had put on Christ, and beon madetho child of God
aud of the light by faith in Jesus Christ, might hence-
forth watk answerably to bur christian calling, and as
b bocometh the Children of Light.—

* Thus outwardly and vislbly,
Wo seal thee for 13is swn,
Angd may the brow that wears tho Cross.
Hereafter shara the Crown."”

The Candidates for Confirmation were then address-
ed in referenco to tho special services of tho day, ia
the (orciblo aud perspicuous atyle for which his Lord-
sbip is distinguished. Tho nature of their Covenant
relationskip, their duty publicly to professin the Apos-
tolic ordinance of * Laying on of Hands,” their solumn
faith and trustin that name into which they were bap-
tised, and their oblipation to belisve and to do, accor-
ding to God’s holy will and commandments,—the ne-
cessary preparation for so boly an ordinance, and tho
encouragivg assurauce of an increase of heavenly grace
‘aud benediction thercby, were amongst tho topics
trostod of and established by the Word of God. After
Confirmation, the Congregation geacrally wcro ad.
dressed from the Pulpit, and a larye body of commu.
nicsuts subsequently partook of the Holy Sacrament
of the Lord’s Supper. Long Lefore the services of the
moroing had drawn to a close, the r&in comnmenced
falling, and bad now increased to a violent storm
Through the provides: attention however of cns
wkose kindly offices aro never wanting, a covered
conveyance was in sttendance, sa that those who re-
mained to the concluding services, wore not exposed
t0 any inconvenicoce. The storm continued unabated
throughout the evening, in -Juence of which not
mote than a hundred persons succeeded in gatting out.
WWe were bappy to observe Mrs. Binney amongst the
number, and hopo that so significant av example may
not be last upon tho:e whoare more robust, and who
soffer many a lesser cause to prevent their atiendance
in the House of God.

On the morrow though the st-cm a)ill continned, the
Bithop accompanied by tto Rector and by Messrs.
Morse and  Snow, proceeded to keep his appomtment
at Eagle Head. There, as usual, the Church was
filled with ap expectant Cougregstion. Both Candi-
dates and Congregation were respectivaly addreesed.
They all appeared deeply imprested with the solemni-
ties of the occasion, aud it is devoatly boped that thosa
who thus publicly professed their intontion of living
soberly and rigbteoatly in time o come, may not bave
received the gift in vain, Afidr the eervice the Bishop
visited & wmember of the Church whom a eerious acci-
dent bad confined to hiz bed. Having instrgeted bim
in the design and aid of God's aflictive dispansations,
and how to impsove the present to his good, hssappl-
cated the Divine mercy in the sufferer's behalf, angd feft
bin mucb gratified by the interest exhibited in his
welfare, and comfurted by the services in which he
bad -engaged. :

Evening service in town concluded the daties of the
day.

Tacsday was the day originally intended for the sep
vices at Caledonis, but the Qoneral Election bappen-
ing 02 the sme day, the vintstion was deforred til}
the following Thursdsy. .

On Wedneaday, the Bisho; -« ohargo of the Rector

of New Dablin set out for the porthern district. Tho

nory, it gancral diversity, upland and meadow, farp
and forest; tho tributariss of the Doy xay winding
among tho hills and expanding now and again into
lakes of various sizo . 1 form, reposing m shades
which bave uevor been unureken, or reflocting tho neat
and comfortable dwellings whizh the eood tasto of their
owiiers has erected on their banks. Arnivod at one of
these, thu bospitable mansion of James K. More Esq.,
whero bis Lordship met with every attention, tho
Church interded for consscration, was immediately
recoznised on tho opposito shore of the lake, and by
ity side tho rising village of * Caledonia Corner.”

On tho morrow the Church bell, the gift of Wm,
Sterns E«q., summoned the congregation to the conse-
cration services.  Although it was not our privilege to
bo preseat on the occasion, we can well imammnoe its im-
posing effect, and tho iatercst which it must have ex-
cited in tho minds of the Recter and has flock, who at
no inconsiderablas exponditure of timo and mcans bave
labored not a littlo to provide a place for the living to
worship in, und a quist resting placo for their dead

After morning prayers wero said, tho Bizuop doli-
vered an address on the subject of Confirmation, enter-
ing briefly upon the aature of Infant Baptism, anl cittog,
a fow of the many passayzes of Floly Scripture which tend
to ite obscrvance, At tho conclusion of Lis addtess
soveral persons presented themselves to reccive tho ho-
Iy rite of Confirmation, and theso with others were
subsequoeatly admitted to the Holy Communion of the
lord's Supper. In tho course of the sermon the other
survices of tho day were treated cf, tha consecration
services explained, 2nd the cxampls and awbority of
Holy Scripture adduced as the origin and authority of
both. Tho cup and pattens used at the communion
wero the gift of F. W. Collins Esq. And here wo may
alio record the beavy obligation which has been in-
curred by this congregation to frisads at homo and
abroad, and particularly to the ladies of Liverpoo)
and IHalifax, for their timely and generous assistance
in the orcction and completioa of their Cburch, as-
sared av wo are that it is deeply felt and gratefully
acknowledged. After the services the Bishop took
the opportunity of communing with the membors
of the congregation, expressing bis gratification at
much that he had witnessed, encouraging tbem to coa-
tinued exertions, and promising on certain condi-
tions to provide them if passible wih the services of
a resident clergyman. Having again §avtaken of the
hospitality of Mlr. More, the Bishop and pasty re-
terned to town, wherc they arrived at elsven the
s>mo night, and next day (Friday) bis Lordship lert
Liverpool on his journey westward.

Tuus onded the recent visitation, highly gratifying in
its results, and wo trust not unpruductive of future asd
lasting pood, wemorable as extending throogh the
week, while circumstances on previous occasions have
marked it ratber as a season for compressing tho great-
est podsible amount of work into the smallest pousible
space of timo. Interrupted in some degree by the oc-
currence of tho gencrat clection, but doubtless texding
marh to allay tas angry excitement whick at such sea-
sons isapt 1o pravail-confirming 43 members in the
fiith and obedience of the Gospal—adding another to
the Free Churcbes of tha living, and accuring a plaze for
ths sepulinre of the dead, hesides the edification and com~
fort experienced by the faitbful generally,sod tha grat-
ification and encoatagement toboth pastor and people
from porsanal counsol and communication with him
who is sat over them in the Lord, ?
