IssEcT MANUFACTURES.—A most extraordinary
species of manufacture, which isin a slight degree connect-
ed with capying, has been contrived by an officer of engi-
neers residing at Munich. It consists of lace, and veils,
with open patterns in them, made entirely by caterpillars.
The following is the mode of proceeding adopted:—Hav-
ing madea paste of the leaves of the plant en which the
species of caterpillar he employs feeds, he spreads it thinly
over a stone, or other fiat substance, of the required
size. He then, witha camel-hair pencil dipped in olive
oil, draws the pattern he wishes the insects to leave open.
‘This stone is then placed in an - inclined position, and a
considerable number of caterpillars are placed at the bot-
tom. A pecuhar speeies is chosen, which spins a strong
web; and the animals commence at tH bottom, eating and
spinning their way up to the topgg carefully avoiding every

- part touched by the oil, but devouring every other part-of

the paste. The extreme lightness.of these veils, coubin-
ed with spme strength, is truly surprising. - Oue of them,
roeasuring twenty-six and a half inches by seventeen
inches, weighed only 1,51 gruins, a degree of lightness
wruch will appear more strongly by contrast with other
fabrics. One square yard of the substance of which these
veils are made weighs four grains aud one-third, whilst
one square yard of silk gauze weighs one bhundred and
thirty-seven grains, and one square yard of the finest

tent net weighs two hundred and sixty-iwo grains and
a balf —Babbage’s Economy of Manvfactures.
