Quite a commendable movement is
under way it St Louig, Mo., to unite all
the Catholies societies of that city in the
work of building 2 Catholic hall, to he
wtilizad for entertainments, receptions,
meetings, ete.

One of the outcomes of the meeting of
the Ameriean archbishops who are to
asxemble at New York, next month, will
be ajoint reply on their parl to that en-
cyclical fetter which the Holy Father
recently addressed to them, as well ns 1o
the hierarehy of Spain and {taly, on tha
subject of the Columbus ecentennial of
this year. The main topic of discussion,
though, will be in what manner it ¢an
best he provided for the religious eduea-
tion of Catholic ¢ildren in those places
where parochinl schools do not ax vet
exist.

They have evidently not forgotten old
Catholie customs over in Munich, the
capital ol Bavaria, where, so the calle
stated the other day, a procession, heauded
by Archbishop Thomw and bisauxiliary,
passed through the streets praving that
heaven would spare thie eity a cholern
vigitation, ln ollen time, whenever
pestilence, epidemics or other dangers
threatenred a eity, these public proces-
stoms were popular methods of asking
celestinl favor aned proteetion.

The announcement that the next
LPapal consistory will be held toward the
end of November has already set the
gos=ips to predieting what prelates will
then recetve red hats. According to
these individuals, whose predictions are
not very relinble, however, the Huoly
Father intends ereating five or eix [talian
cardinals, three or four French ones, and
will bestow cardinalital honors on two
prelates of other nationalities. There
are vacancies enough in the Sacred Col-
lege to permiit ail these predicted cardi-
nalital creations, but it i3 by no means
certain that the 1mtentions of the Sover-
cign Pontifl’ are correctly stated in the
above annouincement, and not until the
consistory is lield will it be accurately
known for whom red hats are in store.

The colebration, at St. Patrick’s Cath-
edril, New York, this week, of the golden
jubilee of Monsignor Bernard O'Reilly,
whom the Pope recently created a pro-
thanotury apostolic, drew together a not-
ablegathering of ccclesinstics eager to
honor the distinguished prelate and
writer, Thougli not at present attached
to any church, Mousignor O'Reilly is
better known than many parochial cler-
gymen, and to greater numbers of people,
because of his valuable contributions to
the Cathiolic and current literature of the
day. The monsignor was: priested the
day after Cardinal Tachereau's ordina-
tion, Sept. 11, 1842 ; but the Canadian
preluate, for suflicient remsons, anticiput-
ed by a few dayshis jubilee in the cele-
bration of the other week.

The cholera outbreak in Europe 18 apt
to interfere with the proposed celebra-
tion of the PPapal juhiles, the beginning
of the commemoration of which was to
take place next month ; and it is stated,
furthermore, that all pilgrimages to Rome
will be discountenanced as long as there
is any danger of «epidemic to be appre-
hended. Much as this interference with
the celelration of the Holy Father’s ju-
bilee is w be deplored, the wisdom of
avoiding ail large gatherings in Rome
under exisiing circumstances will not be

questioned, and Lhe chances are that, if
the cholera continues to prevail in
Europe, Leo XIII. will himself be heard
urging that all proposed pilgrimages on
the occasion of his golden jubitee be for
the present abandoned.

At least three American prelates are
now on their way to Rome, to pay oth-
cial visits to the Huoly See, Bishop Scan-
nell of Omaba started =ome time ago,
and Bizhops O'Farrell of Trenton aund
MeNierey of Albuny have also taken
their departure, The priests of the
Trentoun doicese presented Dr. O'Farrell
with a purse of abont 32500 prior to hix
departure, and this is e secoind time tor
the Trenton ordinary to make an wd
lninn journey to the Vatican,

A charneteristic feature of the impend-
ing Papal, jubilee, and one adopted at
the especial desire of the Holy Father,
whose love of good literature is well-
known, will be the foundation of fifty
librariesin dillerent parts of Rome. The
Sovereign Pontiff has already received a
large nnmber of books donated for the
establishment of these libraries, and he
isintenscly interestel in the promotion
and success of this feature of his jubilee.
If the cholera does not interfere with the
celebration of this jubilee, Rome will
witness many memorable ceremonies the
conling year in counection with the com-
pletion of His Holiness’ fifty yearsinthe
purple,

Cardinal tiibbons issued his Columbian
pastoral the other day,and tie Baltimore
prelate urgently and eloquently requests
his priests and people to interest them-
selves in the celebration of October 12,
He lavs stress, as is hecuming, on the
fact that Columbus was himself & Cato-
lie and started from a Pranciscan covent
on his voyage of discovery, nand he says
that for that anil other reasons the Catho-
hes of this country should take pride in
honoring his memery in this quadeo cen-
tennial vear; and they will anquestion-
ably do this all over the country, new
that the entire American hierarlihy has
urged them, or will urze them to do so.
Here in Marsachusetts many of the
country parishes are moving in the n.at-
ter of helding local celebrations of the
day .

IRELAND'S CAUSE.

OUTLOOK FOR HOME RULE,

Gludstone and Morley Unala
terably Pledged to IIome
Rule for Ireland.

Speaking in Dublin the other day, Mr
viilon declared that the Irish leaders
*“were in pussession of understandings
and agreements which, in their judgment,
if carried out,and he believed they woull
be honornbly carried out, wounld satisfy
the people of Ireland.” It is undertood
that some of these agreements are in
writing, and will be made public, should
occasion require such use to be made of
them. As a matter of fact, a good many
Irish members believe that the only
genuine Home Rulers in the new Cabi-
net are Mr. Gladstone, Eart Spencer, and
Mr, John Morley ; and they hold that it
is their bounden duty, bearing in mind
the lessons taught by history, to be con-
stantly on guard against treachery. Such
an atticnde pay appear ungracious at
this juncture, but is eminently wise.

Speaking at a public meeting in New-
castle on Wednesday evening, Mr. Fow-
ler, 2 very inHuential nmiember of the
Cabinet, said the Irish members were a
power at Westminster which they could
not despise. It would make itsell felt.
He did not like it any more than the
meeting did. He did not like the power
of Irish members, nor did he like to give
up the time of Parliament to Irish ques-
tions.

If that is the spirit in wkich one mem-
ber of the Cabinet avowedly regards
home rule it is pretty certain that there
are many other unwilling horses inside
and outside the Ministry who will have
to bhe spurred to their work. Many
things tend to show, in fact, that the
Irish leaders will have to be suspicious
and vigilant to the very end if the
pledges publicly made by public men
are ol any value.

Mr. Gladstone's Government in the
coming session of Parliament will make
a serious attempt to deal with the difbi-
cult question of how to restore their
holdings to Irish teuants evicted during
the agrarian war of the lust few years.
Mr. Shaw Lefevre, a member of the
Cabinet, speaking at Galway, in Decem-
ber, 1889, said the lirst work of the new
Parliament wouli be to remedy the
state of things that had resulted from
dispuites on these several estates
in the country. He would not be a
member of any Government, he was go-
ing to say he would not remsin in
Parlinment, if some help were not cx-
tended to the people who through this
1,ng period bave suffered and sacriticed
8 much.

In the same month and year he said at
Drogheda that he held, and tiemly be-
lieved, that the Massereene tenants were
peifectly justitied in refusing to aceept
any terms until the evicted tenants were
reinstated ; and when Home Rule was
granted an equitable measure would be
passed to put these tenants again in pos-
session of Lheir farms, as wellas allother
evicted tenants in Ireland,

Mr. Shaw Lefevre was almost the last
man appointed to a Cabinet position, ul-
though his claims were undeniable and
generally recognized ; and in the light of
Lis public utlerances it may be presumed
that the delay was due to his refusal to
aceept oflice without some understanding
with Mr. Gladstone in regard to the ev-
icted tenants.

The L'ories arc again attempting to
force (Hladstone’s hand by published
bugus details respecting his Home Rule
Bill, but they do not appear to have im-
posed upon anybody, and they havesign-
ally failed to draw out the Grand Old
Man, who has spent the week, as far as
outsiders can see, in saying kind plati-
tudes to Liberal excursionists, visiting
bazaars, and makingspeeches about the
cultivation of lowers, for all the woild as
though he were & simple country squire,
instead of asiates man with the carea of
an empire upon his mind. The Tories
have no heart foranything to day.

Ever since the general election, when
“ Old Charlie” wona Liberal seat at
Neweastle, and headed John Morley, the
second man elected, by two thousand
votes, the Tories have been gleefully de-
claring their intention of throwing Mor-
ley out, on his seeking re-election on ac-
ceptance of the office of Chiel Secretary
for Ireland, The Liberals themselves
did not like the prospect of having to
overcome a hostile majority of three
thousand, but they went to work man-
fully, and have just been rewarded by a
most signal triumph, the great Tory ma-
jority having been turned into a Liberal
majority of over seventeen hundred.

Morley refused all requests to modify
his views on the eight hours questions,
although the Tory candidate had truck-
led to the workingmen irreconcilables on
that subject in a disgraceful manner.
He preferred to rest his claims to the
people's support upon his lnst services in
the cause of labor, and he deliberately
encewored to reise the contest to a
higher plane by making Home Rule the
chief point at issue. In doing this he

nite unconsciously da.n%led a bait to the
‘ories which they swallowed with the
greatest gusto. They were absolutely
confident of success, and were only toe

glad toproclaim that the election was

being fought upon the question of con-
fidence in the Guvernment's Irish policy.
Now in their sore distress and wilcf rage
they are howling threats of ]l)etitionin
against Morley’s return on the absu
ground that it was secured by intimida-
tion, and are vainly endeavoring to wrig-
gle out of statements which they them-
selves ostentatiously placed clearly upon
record. Mr. Morley has gone to the
highlands of Scotiand for a short rest
from the labors of one of the most ar-
duous political fights of recent yeam.
About the middle of next week he will
proceed on a tour of ingpection in Ire-
land, and among other things he will in-
quire closely into the position and pros-
pects of the evicted tenants.—~Special to
XY, Sua.

SIR CHARLES RUSSELL ON HOME;
RULE.

The London Parllameat’s Powers to
Dom!nnte and Legislate Nocessary.

That leading Gladstonian Minister,
the coming Chief Justice of England, Sir
Charles Ruasell, in a speech on Aug. 17,
at London said—
He belioved it to be true that Mr.
Gladstone has formed & Government that
was worthy of the confidence of the
couatry (hear, hear}, and they had right-
Iv been told that the first duty of the
Government was to endeavor to deal up-
on a sound basia with the Irish question.
The Liberal party would indeed Le un-
true to ita professions, Mr, Gladstone
would indeed be faithless to his pledged
word and undertaking, if they and he
did not endeavor to deal with the Irish
question as one of the first objecta of his
administration. What was this question
after all ? It was the assertion in_this
year of grace of the Irish people of that
natural right in their own land to deal|
with affairs which were their own, by a
legislative body and an executive of thei
own (hear, hear). It meant the creation .
of & legisative body and an execu-
tive responsible to the body which
should have the power to deal with
purely Irish affairs, leaving untouched
the aupremac{ of Parliament and all
those external signs and symbols, and
realities of power which go to constitute
Imperial eupremacy (cheers).  Mr.
Chamberlain (laughter) the other night
cited a passage from & speech of bis in
which he stated what, were the safeguards
not only of Imperial supremacy, but
against an injury or injustice under &
scheme of Home Rule. He (Sir Charles)
repeated what hesaid in that speech,
that there was the veto of the Crown to
be exercised by the Lord Lieutenant and
representative of the Queen, that thers
wna the inherent ;ifht in the Imperial
Parliament that had created the legisla-
tive body to deal with Irish afairs, to re-

eal the enactment or to modify it, and
astly there was the inherentright in the
Imperial Parliament, if circumstances
warranted it, to legislate directly in re-
lation to Ireland iteelf,

of the Irish people to be real, thorough,
and effective, but when the opponents of
the measuredistorted and miereprensted
ita character, when they spoke of its dis-
integrating the empire and ending the sa-
premacy of the Imperial Parliament, then
they were justitied in referring to the
three checks which hehad named asshow-
ing the reservepower that resided in the
Imperial anthority, providing unhappily
the necessity arose, for resorting to that
reserve power (cheers). They were told
before the elections that Mr. Balfour had
settled the Irish question,and that when
the elections came a grateful and eman-
cipated people in Ireland would show
their graciousness in a constitutional
way at the polls. What had been the
result 2 Why, that out of Ulster and ex-
cluding the universities the Unionists
had not returned a single member for
one of the three provinces ot Munster,
Leinster and Connaught, and where they
had put forward n representative of their
own party they had polied less than in
1885 and 18:6. The Irish question there-
fore stood as it stood before Mr. Balfour
waas Irish Secretary.

He w-sbut one to bo added to the long
list of [ailures, so far as Ireland was con-
cerned (hear, hear). Surely, if each party
in the State bad sent its ablest men to
try to do the work of Government in Jre-
land they had failed, nnd it was time
that all parties in the State should recog-
nise that it wasin the highest interest of
the State that the question should be
settled upon a just basis (cheers).

They were told that if the Government
overcame the opposition of the Tories
and the dissentient Liberals, there was
another very ugly fence to leap over be-
fore they could accomplish the legisla-
tive goal. He need not tell them what
the ugly ditch was (laughter). It was
the House of Lords. He was not going
to talk much about the House of Loxds.
He did not deny that there were in
the House of Lords many men who in
any other place might lead useful lives
(langhter). . : .

They need not discuss the question
of a second Chamber. The experience
of the world had pointed to the advisa-
bility of a second Chamber, but they
were not going in for

which could only have the effect of
strengthening that House so long as the
hereditary principle continued mn force

gcheers). hey were told inat the de-
