A1} the olficers of our well
prid permaunent corp« shouid be just us
capable of delivering such n lecture as
the one in question ne Capt. Lee, for
there is no reason why the officers of
our permancunt corps should not have as
complete & [unc of techunical knowledge
as the officers of the Imperial wnrmy.
