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the 29th of December 1905; and, furthermore, recommend-
ing that the Road Committee be authorized to have the
Sherbrooke street relieving sewer constructed, from Beau-
dry street to the Western City limits, and asking the City
surveyor to prepare, in conformity with the provisions of
the City charter and of by-laws, a special roll to apportion
the cost of an ordinary sewer 2’ x 3’ to be levied on pro-
prietors of immoveables situated on both sides of the re-
lieving sewer in proportion to the frontage of their respec-
tive properties.
