Report of meeting held on the sth March 1914, p.m.

His Worship Mayor L. A. Lavallée, Chairman. Messrs.
Godfrey, Ainey and Dupuis.

1.—The Board proceeded to inquire into the causes of the
accident which oceurred at the aqueduct conduit.

Messrs. Laurendeau, Chief City Attorney, J. L. Perron, At-
torney for Mr. Janin and Mr. Geo. Janin were present.
Mr. Frank Henty, laborer, was sworn and examined by the
Chief City Attorney, Mr. Janin’s Attorney, and Mr. F. J.
Herlihy, engincer, representing ~ “The Cook Construction
Company.”

Mr. Iréné Vallieres, civil engincer, employed in the Water
Department was sworn and examined.

Mr. T. A. Sullivan asked for permission to appear on
behalf of Mr. Eugéne O’Sullivan, which said permission was
granted.

Mr. Hormisdas Pagquin, inspector, employed by the City
was sworn and examined and the investigation was postponed
until to-morrow, the 6th instant, at 2.15 p.m.

2—Submitted warrants verified by the City Comptroller,
amounting to $5.680.01, as per certified list..

Resolved: That payment of same be authorized.

3—(17507) -Submitted a report from the Law Depart-
ment, anent the heating of a lodging occupied by Dame Ma-
rie Louise Vachon, Notre Dame street West.

4—(18303) Submitted a report from the Assistant Chief
Engineer, anent the erection of poles on St. Patrick, St. Co-
lumban and Mance streets, by the Montreal Light, Heat and
Power Company.

Referred to the Chief Engincer (Mr. Barlow) in order to
know if he has located the said poles and if he approves or
disapproves of the erection of same.

5—Submitted a report from the Superintendent of Muni-
cipal Buildings transmitting the list of attendance of the em-
ployees of his department and recommanding that the salary
of Mr. Boileau who is ill be paid for the month of February.

Resolved: That said recommendation be approved.

Besner, lessee of stall Nos. 2 and 3, Bonsecours Market, geing
allowed to make certain alterations and impreovements to
said stall, at his (Besner’s) own expenses.

Resolved: That the permission asked for by Mr. Besner
be granted.

8 —Submitted a communication from Mr. Rodrigue Lau-
zon, inspector in the Health Department, asking for an ex-
tension of leave of absence. 5
Referred to the Medical Health Officer in order to know
if he is of opinion that said leave of absence should be grant-
ed and, if so, for how long.

0.—Submitted a report from the Superintendent of Mount
Royal Park, recommending that Mr. David qumspn, who
has been ill for two weeks and two days be paid his salary.

Resolved: That said recommendation be approved.

10.—(18415)° Submitted an extract from the minutes of a
meeting of Council held on the 2nd March 1914 requesting
the Board of Commissioners to proceed without delay with
the expropriation and widening of Saint Denis street, West
side. between Mount Royal avenue and the C. P. R. tracks.

Referred to the Chairman of the Board of Assessors and
to the Chief Engineer with instructions to prepare an estim-
ate and plan of the immoveables which have not yet been
expropriated. ~ :
