2. Pay or allowance received by each of fhese medical men, per day, per rnouth,
or per year, and amount paid to them for eacli recruit examined.

3. The total arnount received by eacli of theffe medical muen, since the beginning
of the war to the lst of August, 1917, both in saiary and for examination of recruits.

The Bill was accordingiy read a second tise; and committed to n Committee 'of

the Whole flouse.
Resolved, That thîs flouse do immediately resolve itself into the said Committee.
The flouse accordingly resolved itseif into thc said Committee, and, after some

tise speht therein, Mr. Speaker resumed the Chair; and Mr. Rainville reported; That
the Committee had gone through the Bull, and directed lira to report the saine without
any amendment.

Ordered, That the Bull be now read the third time.
Tihe Bill was accordingly read the third tise.
Resolved, that the Bill do pass.
