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The llouse then resumed the adjourned Debate on1 the proposed motion of
Mr. Abbott: That Mr. Speaker do now leave the Chair for the House to resolve
itself again into Committee of Ways and Meairs, and on the proposed motion
of Mr. Macdonnell (Muskoka-Ontario), in amendment thereto, and on the
proposed motion of Mr. CoIdweIl, in amendment to the said proposed amendment.

And the Debate stili continuing; the said Debate was, on motion of Mr.
Weir, adjourned.

And it being after eleven o'cloek p.m., Mr. Speaker adjourned the Huse
without question put, pursuant to Standing Order 7, it being then one minute
past eleven o'clock, p.m., until to-morrow, at three o'clock, p.m.
