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entire rural community, and, in view of the financial
crisis of western farmers, cails on the goverrnent to
consider the advisability of an ixnmediate payout to
them of a minimum of $10,000,000 without conditions
and in addition to other farmn assistance programs.

And debate arising thereon; at 5.45 o'clock p.m., Mr.
Speaker interrupted the proceedings pursuant to order
made earlier this day.

And the question being put on the said motion it was
negatived on the following division:
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Bill C-219, An Act to establish the Canada Develop-
ment Corporation, as reported (with amendments) from
the Standing Committee on Finance, Trade and Economic
Af! airs, was again considered at the report stage.

Whereupon the House having proceeded to the de-
ferred division on the motion of Mr. Saltsman seconded
by Mr. Knowles (Winnipeg North Centre) ,-That Bull
C-219, An Act to establish the Canada Development
Corporation, be amended by deleting from Clause 2 all
the words following "corporations" in limes 9 to 12 on
page 1.
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
