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no one denies that. But it je obvioue that
we could not export frorn thie country in
times of depreesion two or three times the
volume of goods that we exported before in
ordýer to equalize the value of our exporte
due to, tihe faîl in prices. I submit thie to the
bouse, that if it can be shown that the volume
of our trade is being reasonahly well main-
taincd during this period of dificulty, the
hon. gentleman's argument falýle to the ground';
and secondly, that if it can he demonstrated
that pricce have fallen in a corresponding
ratio te the drop in revenues, there is noth-
ing loft te hie case.

Ia the first place I ebaîl deýal with our tradeý,
giving a fcw very striking illustrations. The
year 1932 bas been declared one of the werst
yeare in our hisuery heth as regards trade and
ecenemie conditions throughout the world
genercslly. I nuw give to the house the
follewing increases in thse value of our experts
te, seme ton different countries, among thom
heing many of our chieýf custemere, and ahl
these are increases on the basis hy which
my hon. friend from Shelburne-YarmnoutÀh
measurce tradýe; that je dollar increases, an
actual increase in the dollar value et the

goode exported, and therefore tihe volume of
Mie tradýe it-eîf must also have been greatly
incrcased:

Tha t makes a total of S17,300,000 of an
increase in the value ef our exporte to those
countries. Consequently my hon. friend can-
nýot dlaim that we are closing those markets
to the Canadian proclucer.

Now I turn to our trade with the United
Kingdom, and I will give to ilansard a state-
ment which I shail read. I have inciuded
wheat in the liet for purposes of information
not that I dlaima any trade significance in
regard to it because wheat je something that
s exported in very large quantities in ail
1mars:
