In view of this dis-
advantage which the Brantford area has suf-
fered over a number of years I am sure he
would not wish it to be placed at a continuing
disadvantage in favour of the Guelph area
which, for one reason or another, has been
more favoured than Brantford over the past
years.

Mr. Hales: A supplementary question.
Would the minister, recognizing the proximity
of these two cities, which are only 35 miles
away from each other, consider putting both
of them, or all the cities in this area, on an
equal basis?

Mr. Drury: I would be glad to consider it.
