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With this reservation, the government

would have no objection to accepting the
motion and tabling the Order in Council.

Mr. Speaker: Subject to the reservations
and conditions expressed by the minister, is it
the pleasure of the House that Notice of
Motion No. 5 be deemed to have been
adopted?

Some hon. Members: Agreed.
Motion agreed to.
