REPORTED OPPOSITION TO INCREASE IN PREMIUMS-
POSSIBILITY 0F AMENDMENTS TO ACT

in the Toronto Sun of November 30. Some 4,779 people
were canvassed and the resuit indicated that 98.3 per cent
of them f elt that the recent 40 per cent increase in premi-
ums was unjustified and 95 per cent of those polled believe
there should be an inquiry into the whole workings of the
Unemployment Insurance Commission. Does the minister
believe these figures are serious enough for him to bring
in amendments to the Unemployment Insurance Act, as
requested by his colleague, the Minister of the
Environment?

But the answer is no different from the informa-
tion I have given in the House in the last several days,
which is that the whole question of the Unemployment
Insurance Commission, its budgets and the benefits paid
will in the ordinary course of events be before hon. mem-
bers when our main estimnates are placed before the House.

Alexander: Having regard to the anxiety feit by
many Canadians, and expressed by the people of the city
of Toronto, surely the minister is not saying now that we
must wait until February or March of 1974?
