The biological Building could be constructed for approximately 

$300,000 and the Building to house the dear tuant of Pathology 

and bacteriology, at approximately $150,000

Your Committee would here state that it is unanimously in 

favour of the cheaper plan of construction.

To sut; up, your Committee would Rxqatjt report that as between 

the Bxological Building and the building to house t-he department 

of Pathology and Bacteriology 

the more urgent.

In the interests of teaching and research in all departments 

concerned, both buildings are of extreme urgency.

It is therefore recommended that both buildings be proceeded 

with as soon as possible
