and adopted by the Meeting.

Mr. Joseph made a few remarks upon the state

of the finances, showing that the available stock

taken up is quite insufficient to finish the Road,
and recommended to the Meeting that they should

at once look into the matter.

It was then moved, seconded and carried,

That Messrs. Penny, Glennon, Marchand and
Joseph Tiffin be named a Committee to examine
into the state ci* the affairs and prospects of the

Company, and solicit additional subscriptions.

Mr. Dorwin Moved, Seconded by Mr. Mc-
Donald, That Messrs. Glennon and Pratt be ap-

pointed Auditors to examine the Books and
Accounts of the past year.
