The session of the cabinet broke up

after a couple of hours’ deliberation.

As the Marguis of Londonderry was
present at the ‘cabinet council, it is
thought that Mr. Balfour did not ac-
cept his tendered resignation and the
lord president of the council probably
withdrew it fheén informed that the
cabinet would not again meet varlia-
ment with the idea of transacting fuar-
ther siness.

The ministers have not yet given any
intimation of the actual date of the
dissolution and appeal to the constit-
uencies.

It is understood that the proposal
for the collective resignation of the
cabinet was réjected and that the min-
isters arrived at the decision that it
would be better to dissolve parliarmaent
themselves and appeal to the clector-
ate. Should this course be followed it
would be largely due to the well
groundeéd belief that the Liberals would
decline to form a cabinet before a gen-
eral election places them in poss2ssion
of an adequate parliamentary majority
to carry out the Liberal program.

All doubt as to whether or not the
Marquis of Londonderry had consented
toe remain in the cahinet was dispelled
later by a statement fro mthe minister
himself to the effect that he had ‘not
resigned.

It is officially intimated that no
statment regarding the decision of the
cabinet will be issued by the ministers,
but the fact that Mr. Balfour leaves
London to-night until Monday and the
additional fact that he is not 3o0ing to
Samdringham to see the king is taken
as a confirmation of the understanding
that the premier and hs colleagues
have decided . against a precipitate
resignation.

Five Desperate Men in Missouri

State Prison Fight for £yees

dom and Blow Open UGate
With Charge of Nitroglycerine

Jefferson City, Mo., Nov, 24—In a
desperate attempt to escape from the
State Penitentiary - to-day, five con-.
victs fought for freedom with weapons
and nitroglycerine at the prison gate,
killing two prisan officers and  wound-
ing Deputy Warden See, and four men
made a dash thru the streets under fire,
only to be captured after two of the
escaped men had been wounded, Five
prisoners. taking advantage of the war-
den and six guards, who left to-.ay
with seventy-one federal prisoners tor
Fort Leavenworth, Kansas, at empted
to escape, but only four left the prison
after wrecking the gate,

Convicts Harry Vaughan. Charles
Raymond, Hiram PBlake, Georze Ryan
and Eli Zeigler, who were working close
inside the prison gate, having secured
yistols and a hottle of nitroglycerinz.
eritered Depufy Warden R, E. See's of-
fice and shot him in the arm and the
hip. He sank back helpless, and the
convicts rushed to the gate, where they
met Gateman John Clay, who, beiag
alarmed by the shots, opened the gate to
leok inside. Before Clay could raise his
weapon he was shot dead,

Then as “if to signal th~ econvicts
generally that an attempt to escape had
been started, the convicts rang the gat>
bell and then rushed thrau the gate,
dragging Clay's body with them, They
slammed the gate, shut and fast ned it
while Zeigler was ringing the bell, and
he wag left inside,

The four convicts were then in the
wagon entrance to the penitentiary.
"Thig entrance is 40 feet long and 15
feet wide. It leads to the public street
thru a second double gate of steel,
which was locked. The convicts placed
nitroglycerine under the outside gate’

rupture. and  dashed

and blew an opening thru . stéel:
doors. The four men crawled thyy this
L thru several
“trusty!” ‘convicts who were working in

the street.
The Pursuit,

Almost before the four had covered a
block, prison officers were in pur:uit,
shooting as they ran. Pecdestrians
jumped behind trees,.ran into houses
and crouched down behind any obstacic
that presented refuge. Several men'
seized weapong and joined the prison
officers‘in the pursuit. The chase kem'f
on for a dozen blocks, the convicts out- |
mnning their pursuers.

Near the Missouri Pacific Raiilroad
depot the convicts came up with a
wagon driven by Orville Lane; Jumping
into the wagon the desperadoes seized
Lane and used him as a shield from the
bullets of their pursuers. One convict
lashed the horse into a run and escape
seemeéd sure, when suddenly a squad of
city policemen and armed citizens ap-
peared in front of the fleeing men, who
stopped the horse and made a desperate
stand.

Lane was thrown to the bottgm of
the wagon, ands crouching over him.
shielding theme&eclves as well ag possible
behind the sides of the vehicle, t e
four convicts fought the policemen.

Volley after volley was fired in the
street by both sides to the conflict, whi e
1esidents and pedestrians fled to escape
stray bullets,

Sheltcred by 'I'rees.

The policemen sheltering thems:lves
behind trees, splintered the wagon and
plowed up the mud, finally putting
buliet thru Vaughn and Blake, the lat-
ter falling to the ground. probably fa-
tally hurt.  Then the convicts sinrend-
ered.

Convict Harry Vaughn was gentenced
from St. Louis for thirty-flve years fir
robbery after a street fight, in wich
he and a companion shot three detec-
tives to death. Raymond and Blake
are serving three years each for burg-
lary. George Ryan of Kans's City is
serving eight yearg for robbery, while
Eli Zeigler is under sentence of t ree
vears for robbing bodies at a railroid
wreck.

Constantinople, via Sofia, Bulgaria,
Nov, 24.—The Porte’s reply to the de-
mands of the powers is not cnly a cate-

population to reprisals on thz Chuis-
tians. The note decfares that the Otto-
man government joyally introduced the
reforms demanded by the Mue:zteg pro-
gram, and says that if these did not
entirely succeed the fault was in the
hatred dividing the nationalities in Ma-
cedonia and instigation from abrcad.
The communication states that the
Turkish government finds it absol itely
impossible to accept financial control .of
Macedonia, as it would violate the sul-
tan's sovereignty. After agreeing to
the prolongation of the mandates of
the foreign civil agents, the rote con-
cludes: “If the powers increase the
pressure in order to compel the acrept-
ance of the control scheme, the imper}ﬂ
government declines all responsihility
for the consequences which may arise

WARSHIPS ON THE MOVE.

Paris, Nov. 24.—Tt is stated in official
quarters here that the exchange: of
communications between the powers
concerning Turkey's answer to their
uitimatum have resulted in the preeti-
cal determination not to consider the
answer as postponing the naval demon-,
stration which will proceed witheout
further parley.

1t is understood that the warsaips of
the powers are already moving from Pi-
raeus. Their objective is not yet defi-
nitely stated, but the Island of Myte-
lene still appears to be the objective ap-
plicable to the situation,

T'he most important witness of the day
was Miiton M. Madison, a book-keeper
of the New York Lire insurance Com-
pany, during whose examination it ‘Was
hbrought ouc that in the case of the
Cuited States Stee] Corporation Syndis
cate, the managers of which were J. P,
Morgan & Co.s there appeaied i« <ne in-
stance a profit due to the Neéew York
Life of $87,187, from which was deduct-
ed, no reason being given, the sum of
§5%.310, paid 1o Anurew Hamiiton, who
has been described in the course of| the
investigation as ‘‘the insurance legis-
lative generaligsimo.” 1

It appeared from records produced by
Mr. hughes that an account or J, P.

Morgan & Co,, with Hamilton, show~ -

¢d that in December, 1901, that firm
had advanced to Hamilton the sum of
§56,720; that on Oct. 14, this account
amounted with interest to $59.310, and
that it was then canceiled by the entry
of that amount to Hamilton's credit,
The entry of this amount in the ac=
count of the New York Life read “per
cancelled statement and arrangement
