Detalls of the Gieat Fight at San Franeisce
In Which the Verdict Was Against
the Saller.

San - Francisco, May 7. —_Thomas J.
Sharkey, the sailor pugilist, and James J.
Jeffries met before the National Athletic
Club last night to settle the question of
supremacy. The outcome of this contest
has been the absorbing topic of discussion
in sporting circles since the consumma-
tion of the match. Mechanics’ Pavilion,
which has been the scene of many memor-
able -pugilistic encounters, presénted a live:
ly appearance shortly before the principals
entered the ring, Every nook and corner
in the vast auditorium had its occupant.
At this juncture an accident happened
which bade falr to. assume serious pro-
portions. The seats elevated in the whole
end of the west side of the pavilion sud-
denly collapsed, and the ‘occupants were
piled in a onfused heap. For a brief period
it was belleved that many had been fatally
injured, but it was subsequently ascertained
that none of the bruises were serions. The
crowd was in a tremendous uproar over the
occurrende, and it was fully half an hour
before the police had brought order out
of chaos, Then a second section of seats
on the northeast side of the building came
down, and the occupants were -again

tLrown into a state of uproar. A few mo- |-

ments later another setion in the northwest
corner collapsed. Every man was on his
feet, and a very uneasy feeling pervaded
the whole house.

Then a whole side of the elevated seats
came down in a terrific roar, and the
crowds were almost beyond control, Al-
most every tier of seats in the house had
now fallen, and the five or six thousand
people on the main floor were on the verge
of a panic.

The betting on the result had remained
almost uniform at 10 to 8, with the big
Californian favorite, The police finally
managed to allay the excitement by assur-
ing the crowd that no one had been hurt
by the collapse of the gallery seats and
that there was no danger.

The preliminary bout between Jack
Stelzner and Henry Baker was then called
at 9.30. Referee Agnew stopped the pre-
liminary fight in the fifth round, and
awarded the fight to Baker on & foul.,
Stelzner chased the referee out of the ring
and went at Baker again, but the police
jemped In to the ring and sent the men
to their dressing rooms, The fighting was
about even.

Time for the big fight was called at 10.04.
Both looked in splendid condition, and wer>
loudly cheeréd as they shook hands.

Round 1.—The men canfre to the centre of
the Ting with a spring and sparred cauo-
tiously. Jeffries forced Tom about the ring,
feeling him. Round 2.—Sharkey rushed
and swung right and left without effect,
Jeffries swung for head, but Tom ducked
and clincheld. Jeffries Janded light on neck
and Sharkey clinched, striking In the clinch,
for which he was hissed, Round 3.—Sharkey
kept out of Jeflries’ way, doing some fast
foot work. Round 4.—Jeffried got Sharkey
in corner and sent in left on head, and
was countered on body. Sharkey landed
right on body. Jeffries hooked Sharkey on
jaw with left. Sharkey rubbed the place
smilingly, and Jeffries was upon him in a
flash, forecing him to a clinch. Round 5.—
Shkarkey swung left for body, but missed,
getting a left ‘on face a moment Ilater,
Sharkey's leads were mostly short. In a
clnech Sharkey struck Jeffries and was
hcoted. Jeffries staggered the sallor with
a left hook, Sharkey rushed wildly, but
wasg stopped and forced backward. Jeffries
jabbed Sharkey on the face at the call
of time. Sharkey gained more confidence
in the sixfth and did ‘some rushing, but
without apparent effect, In the ro up
to the eleventh there were some warm
exchanges without decided advantage fo
elther man. Jeffries Enocked the sailor
down in the eleventh with a right on the
ear. Jeffries landed repeatedly In this
round, apd Sharkéy seemed tired. Sharkey
came up fresh in the twelfth, but kept
away from his big adversary. Jeffries
landed hard and often in the four succeed-
ing rounds, and had the sallor In distress
most of the time, Sharkey rallied in the
seventeenth, but in the eighteenth Jeffries
londed three hard ones on the jaw. In
