g TheAtbara, Aug. 22.—The transport column 
of the Soudan expedition, which left Gamp 
Atbara on Aug. 16, marching along the left 
bank of the Nile to an advanced /post at 
Nasrl Island, arrived at Metemmeh on 
Sunday last. The column traversed the for­
merly prosperous and tbickly-populared 
Jaalin country, which Is now completely 
deserted and covered with the whitening 
bones and sun-dried bodies of the tribes 
massacred by the Dervishes last year. 
Everywhere are evidences of misery and 
decay. The skHfulIy-bullt Dervish huts 
are deserted and crumbling. Metemmeh It­
self, a town of 5C00 houses, Is now a 
of desolation. Its houses in ruins, Its alleys 
blocked with skeletons acd Its courtyards 
putrid with corpses. The few natives seen 
are disposed to be friendly.

The second brigade passed there in boats 
on their way to the front. The Nile is 
high. The ^Sirdar, having already recon­
noitred the river to Shablska, within 50 
miles of Khartoum, found the passage easy 
for the gunboats. A full advance is ex­
pected to begin shortly and it Is not un­
likely Chat Khartoum will be captured by 
the middle of September. The heat is try­
ing, but the expedition is in good con­
dition.

BRITAIN INTERESTED.Dervishes a fortnight ago, is a magnificent 
position, the river being narrow, with a 
well-built fort ou each side. Practically 
the whole force is now encamped at Wad- 
hemld, 55 miles from Khartoum. The sir­
dar has arrived there. He had a copinp at 
Zerebaad, but the danger of attack Is re­
mote. Many fugitives from Omdurman 
slate that all the Khalifa's forces are there. 
He is spreading the report that the Eng­
lish soldiers are starving. A cavalry ree- 
onnolsance was made to a point 20 miles 
south of Wadhamld, but the parties saw 
no trace of the enemy.

It Is learned that the Khalifa Is making 
mining experiments. He recently lowered 
a box of gunpowder in the river at Ker- 
reri, where the Dervishes expect to give 
battle, near the gunboat IsmniUay which Is 
in the Dervishes* possession.

The box exploded prematurely, killing 
those who were engaged In the' experi­
ments and destroying the gunboat. Much 
elation is felt over the frustration of the 
attempt to destroy the British gunboats.
