NO TOXIC EFFECT WAS VISIBLE

Alﬂ‘l’lﬂﬂélt Was Able to Converse
With the Surgeons During the
Course of Operating.

New York,-April 23.—A major -operation
for inguihal hernia was successfuly per-
formed at Bellevue Hospital on Friday with
the use of eucaine in place of better known
-anaesthetics, This is its first use In 8o se-
rious a case.

The patient was Owen McGowan, 68 years
old. His heart action - ;
perilous to use ether mbloro ‘orm, ‘The
use of cocaine was deemed unwise.

In the last few months, eucaine has heen
used by Dr. Bangs in minor operations,
These cases were principally-those of pa-

iseased mucous membranes,

Gowan was brought into the operating room
about 2 p.m., and after the usnal antise
tic preliminaries the eucaine was admin
tered hypodermically, ,

The first incision in the convential Bas-
sini operation laid bare the tissues. Mc-
Gowan felt neither dlscomfort mnor sensa-
tion, and was able to converse,

The seCond Injection was In the tissue,
Its effect was rapid, and while somewhat
confined was. complete. The *operation
then continued, v

Not more than an hour was regpired to
complete the operation. After the first few
incisions the surgeons inquired how he feit.

“I feel fine,” McGowan answered. “It
doesn’t hurt a bit.” H

The patient was carefully watched for in-
dieation of shock and reactive effects from
the eucaine. None was visible. L

“A 1 per cent. solution was used,” said
Dr. Robertson, “‘and the operation has been
‘hgmﬂlhly successful. During the operation
there were no toxic effects, nor were there
any effects le?nmtly after the patient had
been removed to his ward. his Is the

first time that eucaine has been used here
in a major operation.”
Eucaine is a by-product of coal tar. It

was discovered about four years Aago
Germany, but has not come into general
use, Prof. George Meriing of Berlin Is
credited Wwith its discovery whlile connected
with the University at Munich.

Like cocaine, eucaine has a purely local
effect, But unlike cocaine, it has no in-
fluence upon the heart. Its toxic proper-
ties are only one-fifth that of cocaine, .
