'FOR SOUTH AFRICA,

English Women 'Will Be Trained for
Colonial Life,

The Importance of being trained im the

woik which a woman undertakes is being

more fully realized every day. In fhis

country the ldea is by no means a novel
cne, but 1n the countries of the 0ld World
it has just begun to take root.

In England the better elass of women
are taking to farming or gardening in
gsome form or another, and in this they are
greatly aided by Lady Warwick, who is
a firm bellever In the suitability of the
work to woman, so much so, in fact, that
she has started a movement to train wo-
men along such lines that they may, =t
the end of their training, be sent to South
Africa to assist in developing the country.

About ten years ago a soclety was or
ganized in Londom, Bog., called the British
Women's Bmigration Association, and
since that time the society has been qalet-
ly and steadily growing, accomplishing
most useful ends by giving starts in life
to English women in new spheres, cariag
for their welfare and keeping in touch
with them in all cases where it bhas been
possible.

Out of this original emigration scheme
has grown the work of the South African
Expansion Commnittee, which has fer® ite
purpese the sending to South Africa, not
iarge bodles of active and energetic men
to fight in their lcouutry's defence, but
trained and capable women.

As soon as tﬁe war is over it is believed
that there will be openings for women as
teachers, nurses, secretaries, typists, tele-
graph and telephone operators,seamstreaz;fs.
market gardenens, dairy maids and others.

Altho there will be an unlimited field
for trained women, it would be disastrons
to flood South Africa with a heterogeneous
[ mass of women, ‘neither trained neor or
ganized. Therefore, it has been suggested
that a hostel or depot be established at
Cape Town, to which the colonists can gC
on arrival, and that other hostels or de-
pots be established at towns- lilke Durban,
Pretoria, Kimberley, Johannesburg and
Bloemfontein. ¥ach hostel will be an em
pioyment bureau for every Ylu’l of . work
with a woman suporintendent. The hostel
at Cape Town has already been establishad.

The South African Expansion Comulttee
will arrange for the proper care of women
during the journey to South Africa, and
will give grants or loans in aid of passages.

Lady Warwick, svhe has done S0, mach
to further the agricultural training of
women in England, has lent her aid t,o
the project. It is-her belief that a years
training for colonial life before leaving
Bpgland would be an invaluable aid, and
for that purpose Lady Wwarwick has open-
ed a department for coloaial training at
Brooke $louse, ome of her industrial
schools, where accommodations fer ten
or twelve studeats will be made fer those
desiring te emter for a year's training.
The courses will be arranged in groups of
four, and each group will devote three
months to two allied subjects, such as (@)
cooking and ho swifery, (b) laundry and
dressmaking, (¢) dairy and poultry, (d)

ardening.

The co%king and housework will be the
(a) group of students. All appliances will
be of a simple nature, such as eolonials
would have to use, and the rooms plainly
furpished. The inclusive fees will be $243
a year. The first term will open-on Thurs-

day, Sept. 18.
