Spots on the Sun.

J. R. Collins, secretary of the Royal 
Canadian Astronomical Society, took 
a peep at the sun spots yesterday thru 
Rev. Dr. Marsh’s telescope. He says 
the largest spot is near the meridan 
and extends 128,000 miles. Another 
large disturbance on the southeastern 
limb, Mr. Collins said, was very char­
acteristic of solar activity, covering 
500,000,000 square miles. This tremen­
dous solar activity need cause no un­
easiness as its only probable effect will 
be a slight variation in the magnetic 
currents according to the astronomer.
