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will be carefully selected, and will not be prematurely
encouraged to perform in public. Parents and friends of
those attending the Conservatory will frequently be invited

to these entertainments.
BOARD AND LODGINGS.

Provision will be made for board and residence in a private
institution directly responsible to and in connection with the
Conservatory, and where ladies only are taken. Parents will
be able to send their daughters to the Conservatory with
confidence that they will be provided with a safe and com-
fortable home.

As it is proper and necessary that parents should have the
fullest assurance that their children will not be led into
undesirable company, satisfactory references will be required
from applicants for admission to the institution who live out
of Toronto, and who desire to stay at the Conservatory
Residence.

The rates for board and rooms will vary according to
accommodation, of which full particulars will be given on
application.

Application for board and room should be made as far in
advance as possible.

It may be said that outside of the Conservatory Residence
plain but very good board and lodging may be obtained for
$3.00 upwards per week.

The Conservatory Residence and everything pertaining
to the management of the Conservatory will be conducted
strictly upon undenominational principles, and no sectarian
teaching or influence will be permitted. In order to meet
the possible wishes of such students as prefer to live in a
conventual establishment, arrangements have been made for
