Fourth, entitled “ An Act relative to the Streets and 
Squares In the City ol Saint John, the Mayor, Aldermen 
end Conimonalty of the said City in Common Council con­
vened, are empowered to"make by-laws, ordinances, 
rules and orders, for the erecting, keeping and preserving 
lhe fences, railings and trees erected or to be erected m 
King’s and Queen’s Squar.-s in the said City, and for Hie 
due regulation of the said Squares and the passage ol loot 
passengers in, through and over the same, as to them may 
•eem necessary and proper :

I. Be it therefore ordained, That any person who 
•ball unlawfully and maliciously cut,break, bark, root up, 
remove or otherwise damage or destroy the whole or any 
part of any tree, sapling, shrub or plant growing or being 
in King's or Queen’s Squares, on the Eastern side ol the 
harbour in the said City, or shall unlawfully and maliciously 
cut, throw down, break, level, remove or otherwise destroy 
or injure anv fence, post, chain or railing placed in. upon 
or around either of the said .Squares, every such offender 
being thereof convicted before the Mayor, Recorder or any 
Alderman of the said Citv, shall forfeit and pay such sum 
of money, not lets than five pounds and not exceeding 
twenty pounds, as to such Mayor, Recorder or Alderman 
Shall seem meet, together with costs to be levied by war­
rant of distress and sale of the goods ami chattels of any 
•uch offender, and for want of goods and chattels wl.ercov 
the same can be levied, it shall and may be lawful to
