. ret service in America has been begun by
the federal authorities on information
which they said had been furnished by
Rudolph Flamindinghe, alleged head of
the spy system on the Pacific Coast.

All the important members of the spy
orgsnization are under surveillance and
simultancous arrests are expected.

According to federal officials, the Unit-
ed States has been divided into ten dis-
tricts, with a chief and subordinates op-

of the alleged spy ring have adopted an
elaborate system of codes.

The government today drafted a de-
claration describing these concessions
and it is understood that this declaration
has been handed to'the council with a
threat that in the event of non-accept-
ance the entire cabinet will resign. The
most important points covered are in
connection with the foreign policy. The
document begins with a statement that
the government’s aim ig the attainment
of a general peace without conquest of
other nations, depriving them of their
national sovereibny or their territory; in a
word, peace without annexation or con-
tributions. :

Sentiments Expreéssed At The

Common Council

COMFORT STATIONS DISCUSSED

Combination Buildings Not Ap-
proved — Aurchitects May Be
Asked to Submit Ideas For Sev-
eral’ Smaller Stations — City
Wants Share of Liquor Fines

A meeting of the common council in
committee this morning was devoted
chiefly to the discussion of plans for
comfort sations and waiting rooms for
the use of the public. Although no ac-
tion was taken, the sentiment of the

majority of the commissioners seemed
to be in favor of separate comfort sta-
tions, leaving it to the street railway
company to provide waiting rooms or
shelters for their patrons.

The suggestion was made that provi-
sion should be made for diverting a por-
tion of the fines collected under the new
prohibitory law, to the use of the city.

There was some discussion of the new
building code and the appointment of
an electrical inspector.

Mayor Hayes presided and Commis-
sioners Wigmore, McLellan and Fisher
were present.

The mayor reported that he had re-
ceived applications from David Lynch,
William Charlton and Samuel Hender-
son of M. R. A. Ltd, and from Mr.
McKay of Spring street, for permission
to cultivate a portion of the lands of
the Reed’s castle property, now held by
the city under a tax sale. As the others
approved, permission will be granted.

Commissioner McLellan said that the
city had been getting one-third of the
fines collected for violations of the for-
mer license act, under an arrangement
made when the province took over a
portion of the license fees. There seem-
ed to be no provision under the prohi-
bitory act for any such division although
the police and the police court are re-
quired to aid the enforcement. He sug-
gested that the council should ask the
government to allow the city half the
fines. The mayor promised to take it up
with the government.

The site for a garage in Dorchester
street, for which a permit has been ask-
ed, is within 300 feet of Calvin Presby-
terian church, Commissioner McLellan
announced, and the permission of the
church will be required,

Commissioner McLellan said that only
$1.200 is provided for the salary of the
building inspector and that it might be
impossible, for that amount, to.secure a
man to carry out the provisions of the
code when fully revised. He said, how-
ever, that it probably would be next
winter before the revision was ready
for adoption and the matter would not
be an issue until then.

The commissioner of public safety
also asked if any consideration had been
given to provision for the salary of an
clectrical inspector.

The mayor remarked that the general
revenue expenditures and receipts were
uncertain and he could not promise that
it would have money for this purpose. He
added that' he had prepared some sug-
acstions for increasing the general rev-
enve but would not submit them until
the full council was present. It*was.in-

timated that the amusement houses and
vehicles might be called upon to con-
