Believes Coalition Be Fermed Now
And Buit As Compremise

Halifax, N..S., June 5—The Chronicle
(Liberal) this morning, dealing editorial-
ly with the political crisis, declares for a
general election as the best solution. It
believes that a coalition government
formed now and built on compromise
could not long endure. It strongly com-
mends the principle of universal service,
whith it defines as the mobilization of
the wealth and man power of the na-
tion, points out the danger to the unity
of Canada which will arise if conscrip-
tion, as proposed by Sir Robert Borden,
is immediately attempted to be enforced,
and recommends the holding of a general
election at which the paper says, Sir
Wilfrid Laurier should pledge the Liber-
al party, if returned to power to give
voluntary enlistment a fair trial and if
that fails to follow with a sweeping
measure of conscription of all wealth,
and universal service for the vigorous
prosecution of the war to a victorious
end.
