Rev. Dr. Pedley was one of the most 
prominent men of the day in the Con­
gregational Church. He was elected 
chairman of the Congregational Union 
of Canada for the third time in June 
by unanimous consent. Besides being 
an eloquent preacher and speaker he 
was widely known as a lecturer and 
writer.

He was the preacher in the St. John 
Congregational Chürch for the seventy- 
fifth anniversary services. He alio de­
livered a lecture here, entitled “A Box 
Of Matches,” a semi-humorods talk. He 
also gave several lectures at Mount Al­
lison University, Sackville.

Dr. Pedley graduated from the Con­
gregational College, Montreal, affili­
ated with McGill University in 1877. 
He was Chairman for some years of the 
Church Union committee and, in this 
connection made many firm friends in 
other denominations.

Dr. Pedley was born in 1852 in Eng­
land and was in his seventy-first year. 
Throughout a ministry of about forty 
years he had held only three pastorates, 
in Coburg, Winnipeg and Montreal.

He leaves to mourn his son, Rev. 
Charges Pedley, pastor of one of the 
Congregational Churches in Montreal, 
and two brothers, Rev. J. W. Pedley, 
Bv A., of Toronto, and Rev. Hilton 
Pedley, D. D., a missionary in Japan.
