DIRECTIONS FOR USE:

Put the butter or oleomargarine in
a bowl and drop on it for each pound
ten drops from .the bottle of coloring.
If using the capsules, pierce one of
these and squeeze contents over the
butter. Work the butter with a
spoen (a large wooden one is best),
mixing color in theroughly, and in a
minute you will find it the color of
June grass butter. Do not heat the
butter before mixing; but if it is left
in a warm room for a while before
mixing it will color more easily.

Nearly all butter made in the win-
ter time is colored in this way when
it is made.

This color, which is the same as
that used by the creameries, is purely
vegetable and contains no harmful
ingredients.
