Quebec, Feb 27,.—Sir Charles Tapper, 
was given a magnificent reception when 
be addressed a meeting of electors at 
Tarte Hall last night. This was the first 
time he had spoken in this city since 
1864, when he came here to arrange the 
terms of confederation. He spoke for 
over two hoars referring to the Fairer- 
Cartwright conspiracy, his remarks on 
which were scathing in the extreme; 
the Quebec bridge for which he expected 
the government would grant a subsidy, 
the proposed line of fast steamships

country under the national policy and 
other matters, his differnt points being 
cheered to the echo.

At one time a gang of drunken bullies 
made their way into the hall and at­
tempted to break up the meeting. The 
chairman appealed to Mercier’s police to 
put them out, but on the police declining 
to preserve order, a number of the aud­
ience ejected the disturbers.

After his address Sir Charles was 
escorted to the ferry boat by a torch 
light procession,a brass band and an im­
mense concourse of citizens and left the 
city amid deafening cheers.

Mr. Hazen then read an extract from 
the last report of the commissioner for 
agriculture and manufacture in the state 
of Vermont showing that there were 
1000 good farms abandoned and 101 
school houses in different parts of the 
state standing without a teacher and a 
pupil.

Mr. Thomas A Rankine then read bis 
speech and asked for the support of the 
electors.

Mr. J. V. Ellis followed. He referred 
to Mr. Skinner having left the liberals. 
Mr. Hazen had put forward the state­
ment that it was proposed to give Que­
bec $400,000, but be did not say that at 
the Quebec conference it was proposed to 
increase the subsidies to all the provinces 
as well as Quebec, and he would ask Mr.

Yesterday was a great day in the old 
court house. As stated in yesterday’s 
Gazette, the court room was crowded to 
its utmost capacity by enthusiastic 
friends of the gentlemen who had been 
nominated to represent the city and 
county of St John in the House of Com­
mons of Canada. Some of the candidates 
were greeted with most flattering recep­
tions, that given to Mr. Hazen being the 
most hearty and general. The hissing 
corps of the disappointed sour grape grits 
worked with a will when Mr. Skinner 
appeared, and while he was speaking, but 
they failed in the object they bad in 
view, for instead of hissing Mr. Skinner 
down they were completely drowned 
out by the cheers of his friends and were 
compelled to coil up and be quiet When 
Mr. Ellis came in some one proposed 
three cheers, but there was only material 
in the crowd for one, and that didn’t 
raise the roof by any means.

Mr. Skinner was still speaking when 
the Gazette went to press yesterday af­
ternoon, or rather, just about that time 
the Grit snakes were doing their best to 
down him. The wildest enthusiasm 
reigned. Hats, caps and umbrellas 

' waved in the air and cheer after cheer 
rang through the old hall as Mr. Skinner 
stood np calmly and defiantly and told 
the hissera that he cared nothing for 

hissing. It did not do

peal to their intelligence, if 
they had any. In the midst of the up­
roar the chairman, Mr. Shaw, rose and 
shouted himself hoârse in trying to ob­

Skinner then concluded his able speech 
showing plainly the advantages of the 
government’s policy to the country at 
large.
Mr. C. W. Weldon was the next 

speaker. His reception was not notice­
able in the uproar that prevailed among 
the gang who had hissed in vain. Refer- 
iug to Mr. Skinner, be said, he would 
quarrel with no man for honestly chang­
ing his views, but then he should have 
resigned. (A voice, “Why didn’t Ellis 
resign when the Telegraph read him out 
of the party ? ” (cheers).

Mr. Welden did not notice the inter­
ruption and went ob to contend that the 
voters list should have been revised 
instead of, as he said, depriving 120,000 
young men of their votes.

A voice, “Did yon vote for the franchise 
bill?”

“No, I did not” (cheers and laughter).
Mr. Weldon in continuing, denied that 

the promises made as to the results of 
confederation and the adoption of the 
notional policy had been fulfilled.

Yet we find now that the very same 
Telegraph, edited by the same man who 
was editor when these statements were 
published, is supporting Mr. Ellis in 
this city. How strange it is that Mr. 
Ellis, who only a few months ago was 
read out of his party by the Telegraph 
as a man unworthy of support, should 
now be receiving the full and hearty 
support of that same journal (Applause )

Mr. McLeod then read a fetter from 
an old-time liberal of Kings county, Dr. 
L. N. Sharpe, giving his opinion as 
against the policy of the liberals to-day. 
This was received with great cheering, 
and shortly afterwards the howling mob 
again tried to down Mr. McLeod, who 
answered “Those* hisses doqft come'from 
loyal men.”
