New Method of using the Rifle.—
During the late war it was found that 
numbers of Russian soldiers were wound­
ed by Turkish rifle balls, who considered 
themselves safe, as not only being beyond 
range but actually concealed by elevations 
of the ground, and even hills lying be­
tween them and their opponents. This 
has suggested the question as to whether 
there might not be developed a regular 
system of vertical or dropping fire, which 
might even reach an enemy when out of 
sight and far beyond ordinary range.

A Proposed Canadian Woolwich.—A 
Canadian industry of a somewhat novel 
character is spoken of at Ottawa. The 
suggestion is made in General Selby 
Smyth’s latest report on the condition of 
onr Militia and Volunteers, that we shall 
make onr own cannon. It appears that 
we have now in the Dominion nineteen 8 
inch guns ; a hundred and thirty-five 32 
pounders ; two hundred 24 pounders ; and 
thirty-two 18 pounders, nearly 400 guns in 
all. These can be converted, the smallest 
into 40 pounds, and the others into 64 
pound rifled Palliser cannon, such as are 
largely converted in Britain and issued to 
the militia and volunteers. Captain Pal­
liser says that the guns can be converted, 
field guns and their carriages and projec­
tiles made, at the Gilbert Engine Works 
in Montreal, and he himself will charge 
neither royalty nor commission thereon.
A gun is now being so converted at those 
works at Captain Palliser’s expense. If, 
w^gn tested, it gives satisfaction, a little 
Woolwich can be begun on the Lachine 
Canal near Montreal.
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Mr. Burns.—But these sums were not 
paid to the Government in the first place.

Still there were others all around in 
that direction, and lion, members would 
have the country believe that they were 
grumbling at the Government charging 
them 80c. Stumpage. No wonder that they 
were building new mills over there and 
carrying on large Lumber operations! He 
professed to know something about this 
business, and he thought if he were oper­
ating over there he would l>e able to coin 
money.

He heartily approved of the policy of the 
Government in making the Licenses renew­
able for five years, for that would enable 
the Operators to work to advantage, while 
it would also benefit the, country. The 
operators would he encouraged by having 
this more extended lease of the lauds, to 
make good roads and clear out streams to a 
much greater ex tent than before. It would 
encourage the Lumbermen to make better 
camps, 
woods
on with much more satisfaction to the 
Operator and with no disadvantage to the 
public; for, as he understood it, the holder 
of the Licence would he subject to any 
Stumpage change that might be made. So, 
if the Lumber business became brisk, as 
some gentlemen seemed to think it might 
do, and the Government decided to raise 
the Stumpage, the increased rate would 
have to be paid o- the land given up. 
Hon. gentlemen must certainly admit that 
this arrangement, from first to last, was a 
fair one to both the people, who were all 
equally interested in the Crown Lands, and 
to the Operators, themselves; therefore the 
Government should be 
excellent management
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The Grand Southern Railway seemed to 
be the object of several Gentlemen’s 
verse criticisms, but if they were better 
aqnainted with facts on the subject they 
would talk differently. Some of these 
gentlemen talked of that road running 
alongside, or nearly over, the same route 
as another, but it was a fact that the peo­
ple living along 
Railway facilities. They were compara­
tively isolated from communication with the 
outside world and many promising in­
dustries among them were kept hack for 
the want of such facilities. ' It was to the 
credit of the men of Saint George that 
they came forward in such an enterppwrfig 
way and secured such friends andrifatcrial 
aid as enabled them to close their-i 
with the Government and go on л 
work. The work had been ca 
creditably. The Line was all 
nearly aU fenced. Fault had 
about the price of Sleepers,but he believed 
the cost had beén overstated. Other 
gentlemen found fault with Culverts ; 
others complained about there being no 
Rolling Stock yet on the Road, etc. All 
these complaints were made without a pro­
per understanding of the facts, and from 
what he knew of t 
the belief that the Grand Southern Rail­
way would turn out to be a great 
and a credit alike to its promoters and the 
Province. When hon. gentlemen talked 
against the Grand Southern Railway, he 
believed they were not sincere, and were 
merely talking so that what they said 
might go to the people.

He regretted very much that the Gov­
ernment had not gone on with the Richi- 
bucto Railway, and he had signed a docu­
ment urging them to do so. He hoped 
that work would be undertaken as soon as 
circumstances would permit. He had no 
doubt that they would soon go on with 
that work, and he. was only sorry that its 
friends had not acted more promptly in 
securing their Contract. Had they come 
before tne Government united and prepar­
ed to go on with the work, he had doubt 
that the Richibucto Railway would now 
be in course of construction.

He would not trouble the House any 
further, but assure his hon. friends op­
posite that he would tie always ready to 
explain his reasons for aqy vote he might 
give, and when hon. gentlemen stood up 
here and talked about tame and silent fol­
lowers, he had to tell them- that the term 
did not apply to him.

Mr. Ryan (Gloucester) said that as the 
Resolution dealt with matters which were 
of importance to the people of the Pro­
vince, he would crave the indulgence of 
the Housè while he briefly gave his views 
of some of the subjects presented in the 
debate and of others which had, perhaps, 
not been alluded to. The hon. Provincial 
Secretary had laid emphasis on the 
that the income from the Lumber 
had increased, under the management of 
the Government, from $35,286 in 1874, to 
$102,832 in 1877, and he took great credit 
to the Government in that connection, but 
there were several causes to which this in­
crease was due, and which were not at all 
of the
quantity of Lumber 
had increased—a fact for which the Gov­
ernment could not take credit—still the 
increase would not make up the difference 
in income during the three years named. 
What was it then ? He remembered that 
in the first session he sat in the House it 
was demonstrated beyond a doubt that 
there was a loose and careless system of 
management in the Crown I>ands Depart­
ment. The Opposition had directed con­
siderable effort towards the reform of 
these matters by criticism and enquiry 
and they were gratified with the result, 
for owing to their watchfulness the im­
provement had been marked. A good 
many large Operators in the Province as 
well as some of the smaller ones had learn­
ed to look upon the public domain in about 
the same way as fishermen look upon the 
waters about our coasts in which they 
may cast their lines as they p 
Operator had been accustomed 
few miles of Lumber land from the De­
partment and extend his operations about 
as much as he pleased all around, without 
regard to the limits of his lease. Through 
the efforts of the Opposition in bringing 
these matters forwara the Department had 
been corrected. It had learned to dis­
charge its functions more in the public in­
terest and the result was that thousands 
now went into the Public Revenues where 
but hundreds went before—and the Op­
position were, in a great measure, to he 
thanked for it.

The hon. Provincial Secretary would 
have the House believe that the increase 
of Stumpage had not affected those engag­
ed in andconnected with the Lumber Trade. 

“Now, it was clear that the price of Lumber
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Mr. Murchib said he rose to support 
the Government and condemn the Opposi­
tion, and while doing so to advance reasons 
for the course he took.

Now, what was there in the 
ral Report to find fault with? 
eminent, it appeared, very properly desired 
to place all tne useful information possible 
before the farmers of the country, and they 
communicated with Manufacturers of Ag­
ricultural Implements both in the Province 
and in Ontario. They wanted to get just 
the same kind of information from 
from the other. How were they met ? 
Why, with silence from our own people 
who took no notice of their application. 
With Messrs. Coesitt Bros, it was different. 
They responded by sending illustrations 
of tneir manufactures. It would not have 
been fair not to publish the Cossitt adver­
tisements after they had sent them simply 
because the others had neglected to do so. 
Hon. gentlemen said these illustrations in 
the Agricultural Report were worth $1,000 
to Messrs. Coesitt Bros. What if they 
were? if and so it was all the more of a won­
der that the other manufacturers did not 
respond to the Government’s invitation to 
receive like benefits. There was, there­
fore, nothing in all this Agricultural Re­
port matter to censure the Government 
for, while there was a great deal for which 
the agriculturists of the Province would 
thank them.

A good deal had been said against the 
Government in reference to the Stumpage 
Regulations. The House was told that 
under that system the large Operators got 
all the Lands and that there was no chance 
for the poor men, etc. If hon. members 
were fully acquainted with the subject 
they would realize that there was not much 
in the Stumpage matter to bring against 
the Government. Now, his idea was that 
the Public Domain belonged to the people 
of the country, not to the Lumberers alone, 
therefore, if one class wanted the lumber, 
which belonged to all, then they should be 
willing to pay a fair price for it. Several 
years ago—he might say a good many 
years ago—the Lumber Lands of the St. 
Croix were bought up by private"' 
and the Operators there were obli

They cotild better afford to go 
on at a loss than to stop, which in most 
cases, would mean ruin. It was quite 
clear that with a falling market and a 
general reduction of wages, etc., going on, 
it was not a proper policy to raise the 
Stumpage for that but added to the bur­
den. The merchant must get the Lumber 
cheaper to meet the condition of the for­
eign market and then the paring down sys­
tem was put into operation. It was well 
known that most of those who did the real 
work of obtaining Lumber were paid in 
what was called trade, for they must live 
and they seldom cared or were in position 
to buy what they required to "keep them 
for cash. The Merchant, then, in his en, 
deavor to make both ends meet, must put 
perhaps $2 per barrel on flour, from 10 to 
15 cents per gallon on Molasses and this 
increase must come out of the pocket of 
the laboring man. It was quite apparent, 
then, that the policy of the Government, 
under such circumstances, should be in 
the direction of lightening these burdens 
instead of increasing them, and for these 
reasons he must agree with those who 
thought that tm raising of the Stumpage 
by the Government was not a wise policy.

The Attorney General had been pleased 
to observe that whatever Messrs. Covert 
and Burns might say must be accepted as 
the policy of the Opposition. He repudi­
ated that doctrine, and would say that he 
for one thought and acted for himself, and, 
as he understood it, every other gentleman 
on 'that side of the House did the 
thing. At least, he acted for himself and 
had attended no caucus ; neither had he 
been a party to the formation of any plat­
form. His impression was, however,
Mr. Burns had never said that he was op­
posed to Stumpage. At least he 
understood Mr. Burns in that way. But 
he said he thought the present was not an 
opportune time for raising the Stumpage.

Respecting the assumed Opposition 
policy of having seven heads of Depart­
ments, he wished to say most emphatically 
that he did not consider himself as being 
.bound to it in any sense.

• і He now came to a matter that was ori­
ginal with himself and he did not know 
whether he would have anyone with him 
in.it or not, but he deemed it a duty to in­
vite the attention of the Government to 
it in the hope that it would receive their 
serious consideration and lead to such ac­
tion as the intereste of the people of the 
Province demanded. He alluded to the 
wholesale destruction of Hemlock trees 
that had been, and was still going on in 
various parts of the Province. At the 
present time Hemlock lioarde were very 
largely used in the rougher kinds of work, 
such as covering in buildings, making 
under floors, scaffolding, etcv, and as the 
better classes of wood were becoming 
scarce the demand for Hemlock was in­
creasing. The time was not far distant 
when our Hemlock Forests would be very 
valuable. But great destruction was 
«broad in them at the present time, and 
large tracts of them were being mowed 
down and left to rot, in order that the con­
cerns known as Bark Factories might 
flourish. To give an idea of the wasteful­
ness of this agency he might state that 
one “Factory,” of which he knew, used 
forty cords of Bark per day, the obtaining 
of which involved the destruction of from 
250 to 300 trees, or from 80,000 to 100,000 
valuable trees a year. This immense 
sacrifice benefitted the country to the ex­
tent of only some five cts. per tree. He 
blamed the Surveyor General for not look­
ing after this great interest before. He 
had taken it in hand to some extent and a

little revenue was being obtained from it, 
but much more was yet to be done. There 
was some excellent Leather Manufactories 
in the Province, some of which he had the 
pleasure of visiting—one in Fredericton 
especially claiming his attention. There 
was another lArge one the other side of the 
River, others hkr the City of St- John, 
others in Westmorland, Northumberland, 
and elsewhere, and the general complaint 
was that Bark wa«''becoming e 
more difficult to obtain. The 
stripping of the Hemlock Lands that he 
had alluded to was for the purpose of ob­
taining Extract of Bark for exportation to 
the United States and other places 
hie them to make Leather there to come 
into competitiop with the home industry. 
This would lead in a shorter time than 
most people imagined to crippling of our 
home manufactories. The Tanners of tjhe 
Miramichi had great difficulty in procuring 
Bark on account of the large Factory on 
that River absorbing the supply, and if 
that were so in the4 comparatively early 
days of that concern what might be ex­
pected in a few years.

It might be said that he was speaking 
for himself to a large extent, as everybody 
knew that he was interested in the business 
thus affected, but he might say he was so 
situated as to be practically beyond the 
reach of those who were destroying other 
sections of the Province in this respect, so 
he was not advocating his own personal 
interests in the matter. He saw about 
him in this House men of all classes—Lum­
bermen, Farmers, " Merchants, Lawyers, 
etc., and he must say that tlje Tanners of 
the Province were as important and respec­
table a class as any, and their interests 
should now be taken up in this connection 
and guaided more than they had been in 
the past. It was his intention to endeavor 
to carry through the House & Resolution 
for the purpose of impressing the desira­
bility of checking the wholesale destruction 
of our Hemlock Forests upon the Govern­
ment. In Maine they had taken hold of 
the matter and allowed no strangers to 
come in and carry away their Hemlock 
Bark, but reserved it for the use of their 
own Factories, and a similar policy would 
lie best in this Province.

Referring to the Chief Commissioner of 
Public Works, he said the Secretary told 
the House that that gentleman was so kind 
and good-natured that he could not refuse 
the importunities of hon. members who 
asked for money to aid their Roads, etc., 
and, hence, the over-expenditure. He 
remembered the papers called for by Mr, 
Smith, and what they showed, which 
seemed to indicate that some members had 
not much toJie thankful for. At all events 
he had ever found the Chief Commissioner 
able to say, no, to him.

There is another matter to which he 
would have been glad not to have heard 
allusion made here, but which had been 
referred to by the Attorney General 
—the Caraquet affair. He would pre­
fer tliat no word should have fallen from 
any hon. gentleman within, this House on 
that subject, that it would have passed 
away and been forevir forgotten. The 
Attorney General wheeze was ii*€e 
ter conducting those trials was treated 
with the courtesy and respect to which his 
position and abilities entitled him. In the 
proceedings before the Court, however, 
that hon. gentleman 6ould not claim credit 
for that kindly disposition towards the un­
fortunate prisoners which he had expressed 
in his speech of Saturday, for one of the 
most experienced and able lawyers of the 
Province had declared that he had never 
seen law, usage and precedent so strained 
to secure a conviction. Wheç the At­
torney General complimented Gloucester 
on the good judgment she had shown, and 
the honor she nail done herself in the 
choice of her representatives in the As­
sembly, he (Mr. Ryan) could not help 
thinking if these impressions were true, 
and if tne people of the County were so in­
telligent and worthy, and their choice 
of at least one representative so commend­
able, he must know how false were certain 
telegrams which had been sent to him in 
connection with those difficulties at Cara­
quet. He (Mr. R. ) had come into the pos­
session of facts bearing upon what he now 
said in no dishonorable way. Some of the 
communications which had gone forth from 
that County were,as the Attorney General 
must now know, false. He felt like for­
giving and bu lying the past, not that he 
would be afraid of it were the truth to be 
made clear and manifest, but in the spirit 
of that scriptural precept, “ Love your 
enemies, bless them who persecute you, 
and calumniate you.”

The hon. Attorney General had chosen 
to apply the term “ Ishmaelite ” to his 
hon. friend from St. John, Mr. Willis. 
He believed the bun. gentleman regretted 
the use of that word, and would now like 
to have it back could he but recall it. If 
he were to pass an eulogy on his hon. 
friend (Mr. Willis) it would be that he had 
asserted his independence, and walked out 
of a Government with which he could not 
agree, showing that ‘ he had a will of his 
own, and was bound to assert it in the in­
terest of the country.
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
