It has lately been proven experimen-
tally that calomel may .be decomposed
in the human system with the forma-
tion of corrosive sublimate—a powerful
poison.

In viow of the ravages of the phyl-
loxera, which have so seriously inter-
fered with vine-growing, a French
agriculturist has sought to discover a
substitute for the vine, and is said to
have obtained very good results with a
variety of red beet. This beet yields a

wine which is said to be equal to many |

of southern growth, and the plant has
the advantage of being adapted. to all
soils and climates.

Prof. Blyth, lecturing at Glasgow,
has called attention to the adaptability
of the oxyhydrogen light for general
use. The illumination is very brilliant
and beautiful, the gases may be stored
and delivered in the same manner as
coal-gas, and he believes that the
system may be made economical by
using wind or water power to produce
the gases.

References to the microbes—or mi-
croscopic organisms of fermentation find
disease-~have become 8o frequent that
this classification of their varieties by
Mr. W. Hawlet may be of interest :
1. Microbes which appear as points are
called monads, monera or micrococca.
They are motionless, and nay be regard-
ed as the spores of other microbes.
2. Motionless linear microbes—:he
bacteridians and the bacilli, To them
belougs Bacillus anthracis, which pro-
duces the dreaded splenie fever of cattle
and sheep. 3. Cylindrical wobile mi-
crobes, having rounded ends or contract-
ed in the middle so asto form an 8,
are the bacteria proper. Among them
is Bacterinm termo of putrefaction, the
commonest of all. 4. Flexuous mobile
microbes. They look and act like eels,
and differ but little from the equally
active bacteria. They are the vibrios.
5. Spiral microbes, resembling a cork
screw, and mobile, Spirilla spirochetoe.
Their presence in human blood appears
to be connected with intermittent fever.
6. Microbes with heads, very active,
having globules larger and more refrac-,
tive than the rest of the body at one
or both ends, These globules are ap-
parently spores ready to be detached
from a bacterium--Bacterium capitatum.
Besides these six principal states, the
micrubes farm agglomerations in which
their appearance is somewhat changed,
these masses receiving distinctiyve names.
There secems to be no way at present
of distinguishing between a disease-
producing bacterinm and a harmless
one, by sight.

Astronomers” knowledge of the re-
markable ring of small planets travel-
ling between the orbits of Mars and
Jupiter commenced with the frst day
of the present century, when Piazzi
discovered the first of these objects,
which Le named Ceres. Other discov-
ervies followed at irvegular intervals
until, in 1845, the number of these
small vlanets—or asteroids, as they are
usually called—was increased to five.
Siuce that year the list has extended
very rapidly, and 220 have now been
discovered. No estimate can be formed
of the total number of the asteroids.
They are very small, and Severrier has
computed that their combined mass is
probably less than one-fourth of the
carth’s mass. From the size of Vesta,
which is estimated to be 319 miles in
diameter, they dwindle to an unknown
minuteness. Herr Hornstein has com-
municated to the Vienna Academy the
result of recent researches, which appear
to prove that the number of asteroids
with a diameter of over 26~miles is ex-
tremely small, and that probably all
such were discovered before 1859. The
number with a diameter less than five
miles seems also to be very small, at
least in the inner parts of the asteroid
zone next Mars ; in_the outer regions
next Jupiter there may 18 a more con-
siderable number of these very small
bodies. Most asteroids seem to have
diameters between five and fifteen miles.
The average. number with a diameter of
five to ten miles discovered during the
last twenty yeavs is about three each
year ; the yearly number of ten to
fifteen miles diameter is ubout one and
three-fifths. Herr Hornstein belicves,
therefore, that unless much more
powerful telescopes are used future
discoveries of asteroids «will be chiefly
confined to ‘those weasuring tive to
fiftecen miles in diameter.

The young society lady
does not dance as much as cid her pre-
decessors. The colleges where forty
youung ladies have heen taught in the
last few years have a way of instilling
into their graduates that dancing after
all is not, or should not be, the chief
ambition of women ; and that a man,
it matters not how good a dancer or
piano-player he is, jf he has no other
qualifications, should be :shunned.—
This kind of education has had a terri-
ble effect upon dancing parties. The
result is that the. modern young lady,
as well as the mgdern young man, don’t
take much dall(;i{lg in their amusenients,
When they want to see dancing they
prefer to have some one to dance for
them, as base-ball clubs now hire men
to play for them, instead of playing
for themselves, as they did when
the game was introdnced, or goto a
theatre where professional dancers can
be seen. It is wonder then
that dancing men are scarce. It
i not the young society ladies who are
crying over the disappearance of the
dancing man ; but those who in early
life learned nothing - except how to
enjoy what is mistakingly called society
pleasures.

Curious Time-Keepers.

An Awmericrn traveler once saw a rare
Japanese time-keeper, which has been
described in an old record. This clock,
in a frame three fect high and five long,
represented a noon landscape of great
loveliness. In the foreground were
plum and cherry trees, and rich plants
in full blgum ; i the rear a hill, grad-
ual in ascent, from which flowed a cas-
cade admirably imitated in crystal.
From(this point, a thread-like stream
glided along, encircling in its windings
rocks and tiny islands, but presently
losing itself in a far off stretch of wood-
and. In thesky turned a golden sun,
indicating as it passed the striking
hours, which were ull marked upon tl.e
frame below, where a .slowly-creeping
tortoise served as a hand. A bird of
exquisite plumuge, resting by its wings,
proclaimed the expiration of each hour.
When the song ceased, a mouse sprang
from a grotto near by, and running
over thie hill, hastily disappeared.

In the South Kensington Museum,
at Loudon, is a small watch, about one
hundred years old, representing an
apple, the golden case ornamented with
graing of pearl. Another old Nurem-
burg watch has the form of an acorn,
and is provided with a dainty pistol,
which perhaps served as an alurm:-

In Londun is an eagle-shaped watch,
within which, when the body of the
bird is opened, a richly-ornamented
face is seen. They are sometimes found
in the form of ducks or skulls.

The Bishop of Ely had a watch in the
head of his cane, and a Prince of Saxony
had one in his riding-saddle.

A watch made for Catherine I. of
Russia, is a rvepeater and a musical
watch. Within is the Holy Sepulchre
and the Roman Guard. By touching
spring, the stones move away from the
door, the gnard kneel down, angels
appear, and the holy women step into
the tomb and sing the Easter song that
is heard in the Russian churches.

King George I11, of England, had a
watch not larger than a five-cent piece,
which had 120 different parts, the whole
not weighing nite as much as a ten-
cent piece. ;

Clocks and watches must usually be
wound up every day, though some
clocks will run eight days without wind-
ing, and a few even longer than that.
But there was a century clock at the
great Centennial Exhibition at Phila-
delphia. The man who made it says it
will 1un a hindred years without wind-
ing, though it is hard to believe this.

There was another curious kind of a
clock at the Centennial. It was fixed
in a carriage, and tells just how many
times the wheel turns round on a jour-
uey, and just how many miles have
been trateled, and how long the cur-
riage has been in wuking the trip.

#elix Meler's famous clock, which is
sakd to eclipse even the one at Stras-
burg, is the resuit of ten years of labor
and the expenditure of 87000. It is
cighteen feet high and eight wide, and
weighs 4000 pounds. The frame-work
is of black walnut, elegantly carved.
Above the body of the clock is a marble
dome, upon which Washingtou sits in
his chair of state, protected by a canopy,
which is surmounted by a gilded statue
of Columbia. On the four corners of
the body are black walnnt niches, con-
taining human figures, -emblematic of
the March of Life.

This clock also has an astronomical
and mathematical calculation, which, if
kept up, would show the correet move-
ment of the planets for 200 years.

The inventor has a crank attachied to
the clock by wwans of which he can
hasten the working of machinery in
order to show its movements to the
public. [t the end of every quarter-
hour, an infant, in his niche, strikes
with his tiny lhammer, upon a bell
which:zhe holds in his hand. At the
end of each half-hour £ youth strikes,
and at tho end of three-quarters of i
hour the man, and at tho end of ench \
hour the Greybeard Death ind a w ing(ul,"‘;
