Our Proposed Water System.

A correspondent who has been
watching the progress, or rather, the
delays that have tuken place in connec
tion with Chatham’s proposed water
aund sewerage system writes approvingly
of the ADVANCE’s views of the subject,
and says they are exactly those which
are advanced in the theory of the
Bacon Air Lift Compary when makiog
their examination here at the request
of the tormer Mayor, Mr. Winslow.
He says that the representative of that
company went thoroughly over Mr.
Coffin’s report and the company gave it
us their opinion that they considered it
absurd to expend the amouat of money
called for iu that report to obtain a
supjly of surface water which might,
or might not, be sufficient to meet the
town’s requirements, and, evidently,
Mr. Coffia had himself felt that there
was some doubt as to the amount of
water to be obtained, or he would not
have suggested that the surface supply
conld be angmented by artesian wells.

The proposition of the Bacon Ai
Lift Company, which covered the ex-
penditure of about one quarter the
amount of money estimated by Mr,
Coffin, gave not merely that company’s
opinion, but slso a positive assurance
that a supply of good artesian water
could be obtained ; and further than
this, a guarantee to furnish the amount
of water, or the town was to be under
no expense for the trial to be made,

Now if, instead of doing nothing,
the Mayor aud Town Council had let
the Bacon Air Lift Company muke its
experiment, they would,
have been much further ahead than
they now are. If the company had
been unsuccessful it would have cost
the town nothing, and the practicability
or impracticability of obtaining an
artesian supply would have been
demonstrated. We are informed that
ex-Mayor Winslow, at the time men-
tioned, wrote to gquite a number of
paities for whom the Bacon Company
had put 10 plants, he himself selecting
the names from a lot submitted, and in
every oase the replies were satis-
factory.

We do not know what the attitude
of citizens generally is in this matter,
but it ought to go without saying that
if as good and reliable a supply of
water as that proposed by Mr. Coffia
can be obtained at a much lower cost,
the least expensive system ought to be
introdnced—especially when the party
proposing the latter asks nothing in
oase of failure, while the proposer of
the high priced system takes no risk
whatever,

No one will blame Mr. Coffin for
inducing the town to enter upon any
undertaking, however unnecessarily
expensive it may be. It is his business
to do that kind of thing. The more
expensive the works, the greater
the commission of the engineer in
charge, and if those who have to tind
the money are satistied, who is to
complain?  Men more experienced
than our mayor and aldermen
dealing with such matters, might
think it prudent, when 80 much
money is involved, to ascertain whether
quite as good a system and service as
that proposed might not be obtained
for less money. If it were a private
undertaking no company or individual
would place its interests blindly in the
hands of any one man, however
eminent he might be in his profession,
If they did it would not be reasonable
to expect either the most economical or
efficient results for the money to be
expended.

We declar-
ed war, but our hunds were forced, and
we can prove it. Get some one to judge
between England and ourselves.

‘“But the Lord will help us in the end.
We shall win. T do not know how or
when but we shall win at last.”

Mr. Kruger says the Transvaal. offered
more reforms in one week than an older
country would make in forty years, giving
in on all puints almost to the uttermust
extenty but that the uttermost was seized
upun as a s:mmbling block.

Reforriag to his reception in Europe,
which has bitte:ly disappointed hia, Mr.
Krager says :

**[ care nothing for flowers ; nothing,
nothing: . Tne people who send them
mean weil, and I am grateful ; but L care
nothing for them. What 1 want 18 a fair
hearing, If they will ouly give us a fair
hearing and justice, I ask for ju<tice.
We nre a Little flck, but we have wade
great sieps.”

When asked why he came to Eurcpe,
he said to the interviewer :

“I could not go out with the com-
mandoes, a8 M. S.eyncan. I am tooold,
but I may be of some use here.”

Regarding Mrs. Kruger, ‘hesaid :

“I amn sorry for her, too. I have a
deep sorrow for her, but [ have far more
for my conntry. My wife has her
children. Six arestill with her. They
were left with herin her home. Two of
my eons have died on the battlefield.
Two were capiured. I believe two more
are dead also, as I have not heird from
them for tso months, and I knows they
were in the thick of the tight.

““Thir'y one suns an1i grandsons I have
in the fiel1 y-t, bu I conld not go on
commando. I have not heard from my wife
tor sixtcen d1ys, but she has six children
vith her and she is not to be pitied.”

Parliaments Opened.

The Local L gisliture of Nova Scotia
opensd last Thursday. For the first time
in the history of the Province, the guard
of honor cousisted entirely of Cauadians.

The first s'ssion of the Tenth Parlia-
et of the Pruvince of Quebec opened on
Monday 11th. Owing to the indisposition
of Lieutenint-Governor Jeite,  Si
Napoleon Casault acted in his stead and
read the speech from the throne.

The first parliament of the reign of
King Edward VII, was opened last
Tharsday by the King in person. His
Majesty was accompanied by .Qaeen
Alexaudra, the Duke of York and Corn-
wall, the Duke of Connaught, and many
others of the Royal Family.

The K'ng and Queen arcived at West-
winster at 157. The arrival of their
Majesties was greeted with an uproar of
cheers, the ringing of church bells and
the tiring of a royal sulate in St. James’
Park.

0. the arrival of the maubers of the
House and Lords, the King touk the
oath and theu read his speech. The
ssse nblage stoud while the speech was
read. . The King did not wear the
crown.

In his speech the K ng said, amongst
other thiogs :—'‘I address you for the
first time at a moment of national sorrow,
while tne whole country is mouraing the
irreparable loss which we so recently
sustained and which has fallen with such
peculiar severity upon myself. My
mother, duriog her long and glocions
reign, has set an example befure the
world of what a monarch should be. It
is my earaest desire to salk in her foot-
steps.

‘‘Awmid this public and private grief it
is satisfactory to me to be able to assire’
you that relations with the other powers
continne friendly. The war in South
Africa is not yet eutirely terminated, but
the capitals of the enemy and hia princi-
pal Lnes of communication are in my
possession, and measures have been taken
which will, I trust, enab'e my troops to
deal effectually with the forces by which
they are still opposed.
< “I grea:ly regret the loss of life and
expenditure of treasure due to the fiuit-
less guerilla wa fare maintsined by Boer
partizans in the former territories of the
two Ropnblics.”

The Conservatives, cheering furiously,
rose to their feet from the government
benches at this asseition and made the
chamber ring again and agan and Mr,
Chamberlain, the ‘‘aend and shoulders of
the war,” as Mr. Dillon deacribes him, re-
sumed his seat and the house adjourned.

Previous to M. Dillon’s question of
privilege and the taking up of the war
amendments to the address in reply to the
speech from the throne, the debate in the
commons had been chiefly coufined to
Chiuna.

The Eing and the Canadians.

Kinz Elward, accompanied by Qqeen
Alexan irs, inspecied three hundred and
tifty ofticers anud men of Scrathoona’s Cau-
adian Horse on Friday morning last at
Buckiugl.a n Palice, London.

His Majosty presented the regiment
with the K ny’s colors and gave medals to
the men. A detschment of Gunards held
the lawn of the west terrace and the
Canadi«ns were drawn up in fiout of the
t-rrace. The compauny present included
Lord Robe:ts in full uviform, Gen. Buller,
the Duke of Conanaught, Mr. Joseph
Cuamberlain, ths secretary of state foi $ne
colomes, Locd Sirathcona and Mouat
Royal, who organizsd S:rathcona’s Horse,
and many arwy and court offisials, The
royal steandard hoisted over the
palace as the King, wearing a field ma:-
shat’s uuiform, and the Qieen in deep
mourning, appeared ou ih: teraace accoin-
panied by the Duke aud Duchoss of
Argyll.

Retuning to the terrace the King
handed a medal to Col. Sieele. Then the
wen filed past the King. He presented
each of them w:.th a medal.

The King's colors were brought by an
escort of Grenadier Guards to the fout, of
the steps and H:s Majesty presented them
to the Canadian cavalrymen saying it had
been the intention of his mother to pre-
seat them to the regimeut and that he
now did 8o in her name and in his own.

Accompanied by the Dake and Dachies
of Argyil, Prince Charles of Denmark
and the Duke of Cambridgs, His Majes'y
shook hands with Lord Rberts and G-n.
Buller, and the band of tae Uoldstreawm
Guards plaged *‘God Save the King.”

Col. Samuel B. Sceele, of Stratheons’s
Hoise, was presented to King Eiward,
who proceeded to inspect the regiment.

The color was borne to the regiment,
the band playing “God Save the Kiug.”

Afterwards the Canadians marched past
and the King, accompaunied by Lo-d
Strathcona, advanced and addressed the
troops as follows :

was

*‘Cul. Steele, officers, non-commissioned
offi ;ers and privaces :

*I welcome you here to our shores on
your return from active service in South
Afaca. I kuow it wou'd have heen the
urgent wish of my beloved mother, our
revered Q1een, to we'c)me you. Alas!
that was not to be, but be assured <he
deeply appreciated the services you huave
rendered, a8 [ do. I feel sure that in
entrussing the King's colorg to you,
Colonel 8-eele, and thnse nuder you, you
will always defend them and do your duty
ag you have dove curing the past year in
So..th Afuca, and will do so on all fu'ure
occasions. I am glad to know that
S rathebna is here today, as it is owing to
him that this magnificent force was equip-
ped and sent ont. I can only hope your
short sojourn in En:laad will be agree;
able, and that you will 1eturn safely $o
your homes, friends and rel-t.ons. RBe
assured that veither 1 nor the British
nation will ever forge: the valuable ser-
vice you have rendered in S)uth Af ica.”

Colonel Staele, thanking the King in
behalf of the regiment, assured him that
the paopls of Canada would always do as
well as Strathcona’s Horse, if not better,
and added that they were ‘‘Always ready
#o defend the flag, the King, aad the
rights of the Buitish empire.”

After three cheers for the King, the
officers were presented to His M ijesty,
who shook bands with and thanked each
one of them.

paid for such rental) of §755,718; the
excess of earnings over expenditure being
$120,667 ,against an excess of expenditure
over earnings in the previous year of
$62 645.23.

ings, an inocrease of §237,006, The

Muoch-needed Improvemonts in . 0. R.
Froight Arrangoments.

Halifax, Feb. 18--E. Tiffin, the new gen-
eral traffi: manager of the I. C. R. arrived
in the city to-night from Sydney, accom-
paoied by J. M. Lyons, general passenger
agent. Mr. Tiffin has been making his fi st
official trur of the road. In conversation
with a reporterto nizht he referred to the re-
rosrkable development at Sydney and the
prospects for very lirgely inoren-ed traffis in
that direction to expedite which every effort
would be made.

At present a good deal of trouble is
caused by congestion of freight brought
about by the heavy rua of ice in the Straits
of Canso, which prevents the working of the
Aferry, When the new car ferry is in opera-
tion this trouble wiil be remaved.

The road will be equipped with a heavier

class of engines and the tratfio will then be
'moved very much better,
“ Que of the most important of the im*
 mediate improvemeats in the service,” he
said, ““wiil be the establischment of the fast
freight from Montreal to Hal.fax, tak'ng in
8t. Joho, Sydney, North Sydney and poiats
on the eastsrn exten«iou. The fast freight
will be on the time table just the same as
passenger trains. Tune ruan from Montreal
to Halifax in winter wili be made ia 54
hours and in summer cousiderably shorter,
' The idea is to !0.d so many cars for Halifux
to be moved by une train from Montreal for
H.hfax, instead of by locals and specials, as
at present. Ou that train will be placed
cars for St. John, Sydney and other poiats
esst. The way freight will be lraded in oue
car and distributed by a way freight tran
between Moncton and Truro. In this way
the least possible delay would fullow.”

A Calamity Avorted.

A serious collision,” which would un-
doubtedly have resulted in great loss of
life, was narrowly averted on the I. C. R.
about two miles from Petitcodiic on
Friday afterncon about 5 o’clock, The
trains concerned were the express from
Montreal for Halifax and the express from
Halifax to Montreal. Orders had been
issued to the Halifax express %v cross a
freight train at a siding between Anagance
and Petitcodiac and to cross the Atlantic at
Petitcodiac, but through some mistake the
Halifax ¢xpress left Potitcodiac to cross the
freight as ordered, and to cross the Atlantic
express further west. Both trains wete
going on at a good rate of speed, Oa the
straight stretch between Anagance and
Petitoodioc the trains approached each
other. Fortunately each was vieible to the
other, and the engineers were cool enough to
aot promptly. Brakes were reversed and
trains brought to a stop within a yery tew
yards of each other. The Halifax express
was backed to Petitcodisc and sidetracked
for the Montreal express to continue its
trip.
