The white drawing-room is, perhaps, 
the most stately and magnificent of 
the three, and is used mainly when 
their Majesties are entertaining a 
large party of guests at Windsor: 
When foreign royalties are being en­
tertained at Windsor Castle, it is in 
the white drawing-room that they 
“visit” Her Majesty. During the visit 
of a European sovereign ri-o Windsor, 
the ordinary routine life of the court 
is considerably altered. The state 
apartments, which, at ordinary tijnes, 
are neveT used, are occupied on such 
occasions by the royal visitors, who 
are “visited” there by the King and 
Queen; in their turn the royal visi­
tors “visit” King Edward and Queen 
Alexandra, and it is on these occa­
sions that the white drawing-room is 
chiefly used.

Beaver Harbor Hotel Keep Your Lamp Bright Eastern St’mship Co
There are many houses that are not 
lighted by gas nor electricty, and the 
proper care of lamps becomes an im­
portant matter. Many a lamp gives 
a dull feeble light, or has been set 
aside for dangerous, because the bur­
ners had not been kept clean, and 
the dust has accumulated in the 
small air tubes at the side of the 
wick. The remedy is so simple rhat 
there is no need for the condition of 
affairs. ’*

The lamps should be filled daily 
and the chimneys brightly polished. 
Remove the wicks from the burners 

week, put them in water con­
taining enough pearline to make a

good suds, and boil them half an 
hour or more. This will remove all 
the oil and leave them bright and 
clean. Polish with dry flannel.

Use none but the best oil and keep 
the lamp full to insure good light. 
Keep the reflector (if it has one) 
brightly polished. Do not cut the 
wick, but turn it just above the tube 
and rub off the charred portion with 
a match.

New lamp chimneys are toughened 
and Avade more durable by putting 
them in Avater and heating gradually 
until it is'jjboiling hot. When they 
have boiled five minutes set them off 
the stove and allow them to cool in 
the water.
