Ottawa Agency)—A special despatch 
from Delhi, India, says:

“At today’s meeting of council the 
Viceroy, Lord Hardinge, announced 
the introduction of a bill providing for 
special measures to secure the public 
safety, the defence of India, and for 
speedier trials for certain offences. 
His Excellency said that the bill 
should not be considered as a slur 
upon the people of India; but the gov­
ernment had Information that such a 
measure was absolutely necessary to 
meet possible emergencies.

“Nobody,” said His Excellency, "was 
more jealous for the honor of India 
than he was. But he was not dispos­
ed to allow the honor and fair name 
of India to be tarnished by the crim­
inal acts of a few unbalanced minds.

“Sir Reginald Cradock, in introduc­
ing the bill, subsequently congratulat­
ed the country upon the fact that the 
need of such a measure had hitherto 
not been felt. But in this instance it 
was required to give the military auth­
orities special power to deal with em­
ergencies, and to nip in the bud mani­
festations of disloyalty which were be­
ginning to be shown. With full recog- 
ntion of the general loyalty of the 
country, Sir Reginald said he was 
obliged to allude to the campaign en- 
ginered from the Pacific coast of Am­
erica. Some deluded men, with poi­
soned minds, had returned from these 
parts to India during the last few 
months and had committed acts of vio­
lence in Bengal. There had been a 
brief recrudescence there of seditious 
activity, and the two movements were 
not unconnected.

“In the Western Punjab there had 
also been looting and Incendiarism, 
as well as a racial conflict between 
Hindus and Mohammedans. This last 
danger, he said, could only be really 
serious, if it were not checked in its 
inclplency. The bill was in two parts 
—the first modelled generally upon 
the British defence of the Realm Act. 
The second provided for the creation 
of a special tribunal of three commis­
sioners to hear such cases as were 
made over to them by order of the lo­
cal government concerning offenses 
punishable by death, transportation, or 
Imprisonment for seven years.

“Many native Indian members of the 
council spoke in hearty appreciation 
of the main principles of the bill, 
which passed unanimously. Sir Regin­
ald Cradock thanking these honorable 
members for their loyal support.

“At the opening pt the council His 
Excellency Baron Hardinge read a 
message from Sir John French, a 
splendid tribute to the gallantry dis­
played by the Indian troops in the ac­
tion at Neuve Chapelle, and His Ex­
cellency's reply to General Willcock's 
reply, expressing the admiration of the 
Indian Empire at the fine showing of 
the Indian troops on that occasion.”

BRITISH ADMIRALTY 
BELIEVES KARLSRUHE 

SUNK IN NOVEMBER

GERMAN OFFICIAL REPORT ANNOUNCES OCCUPATION 
OF MEMEL BY CZAR’S FORCES—ENEMY BEGINS OF­
FENSIVE MOVEMENT IN CENTRAL POLAND—NEGO­
TIATIONS BETWEEN ITALY’S PRICE TOO HIGH FOR 
AUSTRIA, IS REPORT.

Paris, March-19—“The Allied fleet 

entered the Straits of the Dardanelles 
at enght o’clock this morning,” says 
an Athens despatch to the Havas 
Agency, based on Information received 
from Toned os.

London, Mar. 20.—The Secretary 
of the British Admiralty announces 
that there is every reason to be­
lieve that the German cruiser 
Karlsruhe was sunk in the,, neigh­
borhood of the West Indies A 
beginning of November, and that 
those of her crew who were res­
cued, reached Germany early in 
December on the steamer Rio 
Grande, which had been acting in 
concert with the Karlsruhe.

The Germans, however, have started 
an offensive in Central Poland, where 
they have commenced an attack on 
the Russians in the region of the Pillca 
river. There Is also heavy fighting in 
Galicia, the Carpathians and Buko- 
wina, despite the heavy snow.

On the western front no operations 
of great importance have taken place, 
although the French continue their 
efforts to work their way forward in 
the Champagne and Argonne regions, 
and the Belgians still are active in 
the little bit of their territory remain­
ing In their hands.

The political situation as regards 
Austria and Italy remains obscure, 
but there are persistent reports In 
circulation In London that the nego­
tiations for the cession of Austrian 
territory to Italy have broken down, 
Italy’s demands having been consid­
ered excessive.

London, Mar. 18—Beyond the oper­
ations In the Dardanelles the most 
Important news of the day concerns 
the reported occupation by the Rus­
sians of Nemel, a German port on the 
Baltic, as announced In the German 
official communication.

THE ADMIRALTY’S ACCOUNT.

EN MEETS 
IN MONTREAL

London, March 19.—The Admiralty tonight gave out the following;
“An account of the operations at the Dardanelles on the 18th of 

March: Mine sweeping hfving been In progress during the last ten 
days Inside the Straits, a general ittack was delivered by thé British 
and French fleets yesterday (Thursday) morning upon the fortresses St 
the narrows. At 10.46 a. m. the Queen Elizabeth, Inflexible, Agamem- 

and Lord Nelson bombarded Forts J, L, T, U and V, while the 
Triumph and Prince George fired .«t batteries F, E and H. A heavy fire 
was opened on the ships from howitzers and field guise.

“At 12.22 o’clock the French squadron, consisting of the Suffren, 
Gaulois, Cha-rlemagne and Bouvet advanced up the Dardanelles and 
engaged the forts at closer range. Forts J, U, F and E replied strong­
ly. Their fire was sllended by the ten battleships Inside the Straits, 
all the ships being hit several times during the part of the action.

“By 1.25 p. m. all the forte had ceaaed firing. The Vengeance, Ir­
resistible, Albion, Ocean, Swlfteure and MsJeatle then advanced to re- 
llgve the elx old battleships inside the Straits. As the French squad­
ron, which had engaged the forte, In a meet brilliant fashion, woe paee- 
|ng out thé Bouvet wae blown up by a drifting mine. She sank In 86 
fathoms north of Erankeul village In lees than three minutes.

“At 2.34 p. m. the relief battleships renewed the attack on the forte 
which egeln opened fire. The attack on the forts was maintained 
while the operations of the mine sweepers continued.

“At 4.09 p. m. the Irresistible quitted the line, listing heavily, 
nd at 5.50 o’clock sank, having probably struck a drifting mine.

“At 6.06 o’clock the Ocean, also having struck a mine, sank. 
Both vessels sank In deep water, practically the whole of the erewo 
having been removed safely under a hot fire.

“The Gaulois wae damaged by gun-fire. The Inflexible had her 
forward control position hit by a heavy shell, and required repairs.

“The bombardment of the forts and the mine-sweeping operations 
terminated when darkness fell. The damage to thé forts, effected *y 
the prolonged direct fire of the very powerful forces employed, oannet 
yet be estimated, and a further report will follow. The loeeee of the 
ehlpe wae caused by mlpes drifting with the current, which were en­
countered In areae hitherto swept clear, and this danger will require 
special treatment
