After this disturbance a large crowd 
of station porters and other employees 
armed themselves and attacked an­
other train bringing in Fascist!.

The Gov­
ernment has taken severe measures td 
Insure order during the visit of the 
Fascist!. Parades and meetings have 
been prohibited. The strike to expect­
ed to be a short one.
