the improvement is so much greater than that of last year,

The reports from D
the various Unions indicate a good deal of activity. There D
are 529 members in the province, 371 are paying members.
One Union holds regular weekly, two semi-monthly, and [
three monthly meetings. The Y. W. C. T. U. of Victoria B
have held their social and business meetings combined semi- 
monthly. Altogether last year 127 business and 54 public 
meetings were held. D

Maple Ridge and Burrard Inlet. Petitions were circulated 
throughout the Province and were presented to the Legisla- D
tive Assembly at the commencement of the present year, for “
the closing of the saloons, and for the amendment of the 
fryehine act, so as to enable women of legal age to vote. |
