The I. O. F. was organized in 1874, 
in New Jersey. In 1881 it was re-or- 
ganized at London, Ont., by Dr. Oron- 
hyateka. Since then it has grown 
and flourished. The membership in 
1881 was 369. Now it is over 200,000, 
and nearly twelve and a half millions 
have been paid out in benefits. The 
I. O. F. also had a reserve fund of 
six million four thousand and forty- 
two dollars. The Order was endeavor­
ing to do business on the cheapest pos- 
sible basis, at the same time looking 
to security and safety.
