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(A> In the Mandated Territory of bouth West 
Africa, the South West Africa Naturalisation cf Aliens 
Act, 1924 (Act No. 30 of 1924), passed by the Union 
Parliament, made the Naturalisation of Aliens Act,
1910 (Act No. 4 of 1910), effective in the Territory, 
which for the purposes of the Act was considered to 
form part of the Union.

Act No. 30 of 1924 provided that every adult 
European who, being a subject of any of the late 
enemy Powers, was on 1st January, 1924, or at any time 
thereafter before the commencement of the Act (15th 
September, 1924) domiciled in the territory, should,
