The Colonial Build­
ing, which has a south aspect, is devoted to the care 
of those quiet patients whose cases are under a special 
observation to determine the exact course of treatment 
their individual cases require. It will be readily un­
stood that an efficient staff of nurses is maintained 
here, nurses who have quiet voices and sympathetic 
hearts, and who are capable of making an intelligent 
reading of the conflicting indices offered by the newly 
arrived patient.
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
