Toronto was visited on Tuesday night
by one of the mostglamagine fires in the
history of the Dominion. At 7.45 ~the
fire broke out in the premises of E. and
S. Currie, neckwear manufacturers, 60

Mr. Andrew McLean, Sr. and other
residents of Greenock and Culross have
been endeayoring for years to Lave the
Teeswater river dredged so as to pre-
vent the damage sustained each year
by spring freshets. It is beginning to
look as if their efforts were finally going
to be successful. The Ontario Govern-
ment has granted seven thousand dol-
lars for the work, providing the town-
ships of Culross and Greenock, and the

County Counecil supplement the grant.
