------Sir Charles Boucher de Boucher­

ville, who has just died in his ninety-fourth 
year, was Canada’s oldest senator, the 
oldest graduate of McGill, and an ex-prime 
minister of Quebec.

3v Studies on Cured Fish 
One of the most interesting and practi­

cal investigations was that-of Dr. Harrison, 
Dr. Benson, and Miss Gair Patterson, viz : 
the keeping qualities of Salted and smok­
ed fish (haddock, hake, pollock and cod), 
and the causes of deterioration. A special 
smoke-house was fitted up, and for many 
weeks Miss Patterson prepared, cured and 
smoked fish, under a large series of exact 
recorded conditions.' These cured fish 
were placed on the menu card of the 
Station’s mess-table, and most specimens 
were pronounced excellent ; but the keep­
ing qualities were found to vary. The 
causes of deterioration, as shown by bio­
chemical and bacteriological studies at 
the Station, proved to be of a new and 
interesting nature, and probably not sim­
ply ordinary putrefaction. The report on 
this subject when published will be of 
great public utility. Similar studies 
the keeping qualities of the lobster were 
made by Miss (Dr.) Benson who made an 
elaborate biochemical study of the blood 
and other fluids in the lobster.

------Colonel, Rt. Hon. Sir Claude Mc­
Donald, formerly British minister at 
Peking, and later ambassador to Japan, has 
just died at the age of 63 years. The 
dead minister has had a distinguished 
career as a soldier and diplomat. He 
joined the 74th Highlanders in ’72 and 
served in Egypt, Suakin and the Brass 
River Expedition. As a diplomat he 
served in Egypt, Zanzibar, China and 
Japan. He was British minister at Peking 
during the Boxer troubles.

------Rio Janeiro, Sept. 9.—The assassi­
nation yesterday of Senator Pinheiro 
Machado has caused a profound sensation 
throughout Brazil. The Spaniard charged 
with his murder has confessed, the 
authorities assert, that he had no 
slices and that he killed Senator Machado 
Decause he blamed the politician for the 
misfortunes which had befallen his family.

Pinheiro Machado frequently 
ferred to as the political " boss ” of Brazil. 
He was president of the Senate and 
leader of the Conservatives.

------Chicago, Sept 8—Seventy-five Ger
man and Austrian machinists employed 
by Torris, Wold and Company, tool 
facturers, went on strike to-day, when 
they learned that the company had taken 
a contract to mhke tools to be used in 
manufacturing shrapnel for Great Britain 
and her allies. The concern, until recent­
ly, has been engaged in the manufacture 
of canning tools.

William Cameron, president of the com­
pany, said :

" The men have no reason that we 
know of for striking. They made no de­
mand for higher wages, shorter hours or 
changes in working conditions. They just 
walked out and tied up our plants.”

------According to advices received by
the C. P. R. in Montreal, the labor situa­
tion as regards the harvest in Western 
Canada is favorable in every degree. The 
supply is fully equal to the demand in 
each of the prairie provinces. Some short­
age in threihing machines may occur, and 
consequently there may be delay in get­
ting grain into elevators in the more re­
mote districts. The available threshing 
machinery keeps closely to centres of 
population and railroad tracks, leaving 
those remote districts for later consider­
ation. Those settlers who have taker, up 
C. P. R. lands are of course fortunately 
situated in this respect

------New York, Sept. 7—Gold and secur­
ities, said to exceed $80,000,000 in value, 
the third and largest shipment from Eng­
land to New York within a month, arrived 
in this city late to-night from Halifax, to 
which Canadian city it was brought from 
England. Guarded by forty armed men, 
the special train carrying the gold and se­
curities left Halifax yesterday and crossed 
the border late last night

The shipment which is consigned to J. 
P. Morgan & Company, the financial 
agents of the British government in this 
country, included 11,650,900 English gold 
sovereigns, equivalent to about $58,000,000 
and $7,850,000 in United States gold coin, 
and securities valued at $14,000,000. The 
total value exceeds by $30,000,000 either 
of the previous shipments

It was announced that the six steel cars 
would remain sealed until early tomorrow, 
when the gold will be taken to the sub­
treasury here. Automobile trucks guard­
ed by armed men and mounted police, will 
carry the gold and securities through the 
city. It was expected the gold would not 
be within the treasury vaults until much 
before noon to-morrow.

The first large shipment of gold and se­
curities to strengthen the British credit in 
this country was received here August 12, 
and consisted of about $19,500,000 in gold 
and $30,000,000 in securities. Nearly $20,- 
000,000 in gold and securities, worth about 
$25,000,000, comprised the second ship­
ment, which arrived August 29. In each 
case the gold and securities were carried 
to Halifax by ship, and there put on 
board a special train for New York.

------Moncton, Sept. 7.—During the early
hours of this morning Moncton was 
visited by a serious conflagration, which 
started in the Moncton Livery Stables on 
Mechanic street and spread with such in­
credible rapidity that within a short time 
a large block of wooden buildings, with 
eight horses and other valuable contents, 
had been destroyed with an estimated 
property loss of over $50,000.

The buildings burned included the 
Moncton Livery Stables, curling rink, 
Marks Carriage Factory, No. 1 Fire Sta­
tion, M. T. E. & G. Co. warehouse.

For a time it was feared that portion of 
the city east of the fire zone would be 
destroyed, as a high wind prevailed at the 
time. Good work by the firemen, how­
ever, prevented the fire spreading east of 
Marks Carriage Factory.
