Thaw, the slayer of Stanford White, is 
perfectly sane was the report made 
yesterday by the alienists retained by 
the district attorney’s office to examine 
into the prisoner's mental condition.

"According to a close personal friend 
of the Thaw family—one of the few 
persons whom Harry Thaw consented 
to see and converse with yesterday— 
absolutely no expense will be spared 
in saving him from the penitentiary or 
worse.
