Godzyadni, Manchuria, Sept. 11.—At 
1 o’clock Saturday afternoon a Japan- 
ese commissioner, bearing a white flag, 
and escorted by 50 soldiers, arrived at 
a post near the railway and handed to 
the Russian officers who went to meet° 
him a letter from Field Marshal Oya-1 
ma to Gen. Linevitch, congratulating : 
him on the conclusion of peace, and 1
begging him to appoint Russian pleni- 
potentiaries to arrange an armistice. 
Field Marshal Oyama appointed Gen. 
Tukushima as plenipotentiary for his 
side, the letter announced, and he sug- 
gested Chakhedza as the meeting place.

Russian Soldiers Feasted.
Gunshu Pass, Manchuria, Sept. 11.- 

The peace negotiations received no 
official recognition in the field prior to 
their successful conclusion, the army 
keeping in a state of preparedness for 
a battle until the receipt by Gen. Line- 
vitch of the telegram from Emperor 
Nicholas, declaring that the treaty had 
been signed, and that His Majesty ac- 
cepted the conditions reached. This 
telegram was officially published in the 
army newspaper on Sept 6, and the 
outlines of the peace conditions were 
printed in the same publication Satur- 
day.

Glad Its Over.
The result of these notifications was 

to bring to the officers a heavy sense 
of military decorum, while the soldiers, 
often with the consent and through the 
generosity of the officers, engaged in 
feasting and other forms of celebra- 
tion. It will be a week before the en- 
tire army is fully informed of the con- 
clusion of peace. To the great major- 
ity of the officers and men so far in- 
formed, the news that the war is at 
an end is most welcome.

With the exception of the loss of a 
captain and two orderlies on the east 
front within the past two weeks, and 
of nine men in the centre a week ago, 
there have been no casualties. The 
cessation of hostilities was preceded 
only by unimportant reconnaissances, 
involving small parties of scouts.

News Must Travel Far.
Care has been taken to prevent fur- 

ther loss of life, though, owing to the 
enormous tract of country east of Hai- 
lungcheng, and between the Russian 
lines along the Vladivostock Railroad 
and the Japanese positions in the 
Changpaishan Range, it will require 
some time to reach all the elements 
operating in the interests of both ar- 
mies, and in restoring the regions oc- 
cupied by both flanks to order.

It is reported that Gen. Linevitch 
will leave soon. The general staff is 
engaged in plans, for changing the 
commanders throughout the army, pre- 
paratory to evacuation.

Tokio Quiets Down.
Tokio, Sept. 8—(9 p. m.)—(Delayed 

in transmission.)—To-day and to-night 
were almost without incident. A few 
crowds collected and made slight de- 
monstrations against police stations, 
but there was no disorder.

UIU rS.Increasing Lists of Dead and Injured 
Now Run the Casualties Up Into 
the Thousands—Slight Shocks and 
Subterranean Rumblings Continue 
to Keep the Populace in Panic- 
Italy’s King Off For Calabria.

Rome, Sept. 11.—The effects of the 
earthquake were more disastrous than 
at first reported. Despatches give ever 
increasing lists of dead and injured, 
the numbers now running into thou- 
sands. Martirano shows 2,220 casu- 
allies, while at Pargholia 300 are 
dead and at Lappolo 200. Many per- 
sons are still entombed in the ruins 
in this and other districts, and touch- 
ing scenes are enacted when bodies 
are recovered and identified by grief- 
stricken relatives. In some cases 
whole families have been wiped out.

The greatest agitation continues 
among the population. Slight shocks 
of earthquake are felt occasionally 
and subterranean rumblings are still 
heard. Those persons still possessing 
homes refuse to enter them.

The worst is now considered to be 
over. Succor is pouring in from all 
quarters, but the destitution is so 
wide-spread that it is impossible to 
supply immediately the needs of the 
people.

Official figures of the victims of the 
earthquake in the Province of Cain- 
zaro show that 450 dead have already 
been found, that about 1,000 were in- 
jured and that there are an enormous 
number of persons without shelter.

King Victor Emmanuel has left on a 
special train for Calabria, in order 
that he may personally visit the vic- 
tims of the earthquake.
