The following extracts are from a 
very iotevosting article in the July 
number of Outing in reference to 
tho memorial of Anna Ella Carroll, 
praying for compensation for ser­
vices rendered lo the United States 
in the xvar of tho Rebellion. The 
Hiticlo, which is particularly sea 
Honablo at present in view of the 
great revival of interest in every­
thing connected with the Rebellion, 
and of the death of a loading actor 
in the great drama, proves beyond a 
doubt that Miss Carroll originated 
the Tennessee Campaign and was 
instrumental in inducing tho Gov­
ernment to abandon the Mississippi 
expedition and advance up the Ten­
nessee. The writer of the article, 
after submitting abundant proofs of 
the justness of Miss Carroll’s claim, 
describes an interview with the 
heroine, in which she tells her 
strange story as follows :—

“ Not one of the generals or states# 
men in that dreadful time of sus^ 
pense seemed to know what to ought 
to be done ! If you have road the 
reports of the debates in Congress 
you have seen how troubled every 
one was. It was a time of terrible 
crisis.

“Something must bo done/ Some­
thing must be done ! Why isn't 
something done? was the cry every­
where, the congressmen only voicing 
the anxiety of the people. McClellan 
was waiting for Buell !o occupy tho 
enemy in the Southwest, amRBuell 
could not move with safety x'-hile the 
Mississippi valley was so entirely 
in the hands of tho enemy, and 
Hal lock was waiting for a chance 
to storm the great river.

“Every one knew that the river 
roust he opened, but how could it he 
done? Yet it must bo done, for in 
in no other way could we avert 
foreign interference and secure t 
foothold in tho Southwest. The 
universal idea was to descend the 
Mississippi itself. Attorney-General 
Edward Bates had proposed it, and 
gun-boats were building for this 
avowed purpose. Yet the army
hesitated, and the country

despair. I talked with Mr. Lincoln 
over and over again about this dif­
ficulty. The Mississippi valley must 
lie opened ; but how could the gun 
boats descend tho river without en­
dangering their own safety, and 
thus fatally imperil the Union cause, 
so weak at that time. This was the 
difficulty which we all tried to solve ; 
Mr. Liricolh, and Thomas A. Scott, 
and B. F. Wade, often talking with 
me on the subject. I knew Mr. Lin­
coln very well indeed,” she said, 
making a little digression, “ and I 
well remember the first time I saw 
Mrs. Lincoln. He introduced me 
to her, and she said, 4 Oh, yes. Miss 
Carroll, the lady you talk so much 
about !’ This shows thqt he valued 
mv counsel, doesn’t it ! Though I 
suppose it seems very egotistic in 
me tosav it. But, you see,” she 
added, “ I have to say those things 
nowadays. Then there was no need 
of it. You know that Secretary 
Stanton was invited to the cabinet 
especially to carry out mv plan. Mr. 
Cameron was getting too old fur the 
burdens of that impôt tant office, 
and the President thought a change 
for a younger man advisable. So, in 
spite of Stanton’s unpopularity both 
North and South, he considered him 
the right one to carry out the new 
plan for the movement up the Ten­
nessee. And he entered the cabinet 

/pledged to carry it out.
“ But I am getting ahead of my 

a tory. I went to see Mr. Lincoln 
very often and wrote to him a good 
deal about all these matters. I 
studied tho maps over and tried to 
sec how tho situation in the houth- 
xvest could be improved so as to 
give the Union forces the command­
ing position. Like every one else I 
realized all the difficulties, hut I was 
not satisfied to lot then remain dif­
ficulties. At last, as I had the time 
at my command, it was suggested 
to md tliat I should go in person to 
St. Louis lo make inquiries, and, if 
necessary, to explore the country 
and find out if there might not. be 
some movement or change or some­
thing not 3 ot thought of which could 
be undertaken This was in the 
fall of 1861. I went ^o St Louis 
and staid at the Everett House, 
studied maps and talked with every 
body I could get to talk with me. 
Tho more persons I talked with the 
stronger became mv conviction that 
the descent of the Mississippi river, 
the only moyement then thought of, 
you remember, would be desperate. 
It was a hold attack npon a formid­
able enemy with forces entirely in­
adequate. So disheartened was every 
oho I saw at the prospect of the re­
sult of this movement, that on all 
sides I heard only the prophecies of 
the downfall of the Union. No mat­
ter bow strong was the army of the 
Potomac, it cou d not reach Rich­
mond till it was too late. Missouri 
and Kentucky would be redeemed 
by the South long before then, and 
the strongly fortified Columbus 
would prevent our descending the 
Mississippi and thus destroy the 
army of tho West.

“ I talked a good deal with Judge 
Evans, of Texas, ancUho only in­
creased my anxiety, since he well 
understood all tho difficulties in the 
Mississippi valley. I also talked 
with practical steamboat men ; asked 
them about the river, and about the 
Tennessee and . the Cumberland 
rivers. Among the guests at tho 
Everett House was a Mrs. Scott, 
the wife of a pilot, and I also talked 
with her. She said her husband* 
knew all about the navigation of 
these rivers, and could tell me any 
thing I wanted to know. I had al­
ready begun to think about the 
other rivers, you see, thoueh I think 
it. was only at random When Mr. 
Scott returned I sent for him, and 
asked him, among other things, if 
gun boats could ascend the Tennessee 
as far as Corinth. Ho said yes, 
they could go as far as the Mussel 
Shoals in Alabama. Those shoals 
are almost on a parallel with Corinth, 
and when he made this reply the 
thought flashed upon me, it came to 
me all in a minute, that here was 
the solution ! Tho Tennesse river, 
and not the, Mississippi, was the 
right lino of action. 1 eagerly com­
municated this idea to the pilot, 
and he eagerly grasped it. I told 
Judge Evans, and he said ‘that was 
the move,’ and then, rising op in 
great excitement I exclaimed, 4 I’ll 
have it done !’ It was, you see, to 
attack the enemy in the rear ; to 
come upon them by a quick 
move up the Tennessee, sever the 
Memphis and Charleston Railroad 
at Corinth, cut off tho enemy’s 
source of supply, advance upon 
Vicksburg, leave Nashville to its 
fate, and give the army of the 
Potomac a chance to advanqo. Yes, 
I said, 4 I’ll have it done,’ and I did.”

Tho way in which Misp Carroll 
repeated these words, with arm up­
lifted, and eyes as bright as stars, 
was electrifying. “ It was the move­
ment in the rear,” she continued, 
“ surprising the enemy and cutting 
off their connection with Richmond, 
that xvon us the victories in the Ten­
nessee valley. No one had seen 
this, until the thought came to me 
that day in ray little room at St. 
Louis. This was early in Novem­
ber, 1861. I wrote at once to 
Thomas A Scott, and also to Ed­
ward Bates, that I believed the 
Mississippi expedition would fail ; 
and urged them to have the gun­
boats trailferred to the Tennessee, 
and to make that river the line of 
açtion. Soon after.,. I returned -.10 
Washington and communicated my 
plan to Assistant Secretary Scott. 
When 1 explained it to him he threw 
up both hands and exclaimed, 4 My 
soul. Miss Carroll, you have saved 
the country !’ And 1 said to him1, 4 if 
you will carry this out you will 
cover yourself with glory!’ For I 
thought absolutely nothing at tho 
time of my oxvn part in the trans­
action.

“The pian was submitted to Pres­
ident Lincoln, and approved by 
him with enthusiasm ; and after 
some necessary delay he, as Com­
mander-in-chief, ordered the change 
of plan by which Grant, under Hal- 
leek’s orders, advanced up the Ten­
nessee, and finally met the enemy at

was iifl^hilob. HaUeck at this same time 
Tiad a plan of his own for attacking 
Nashville ir, aid1 of General Buell’s 
march on Knoxville, but the Presi­
dent’s orders were superior, and. as 
his subordinate, Hal leek carried 
them out substantial I v as set down 
in my plan. Colonel Scott xvent 
West, and on his return told me 
that this change of plan hajJ saved 
the country millions. If they had 
carried it out sooner and more quick­
ly he'might have been able to say 
that it saved note only millions of 
money, but countless lives. The 
diversion to Donelson gave the 
enemy time to re-enforce their 
strength, and came vvc!l-nigh bring­
ing us a defeat at Shiloh. I suppose 
I seem terribly egotistic, talking so 
much about, myself."’ concluded Miss 
Carroll, 44 but I have lo seem so if I 
speak of r. at all. I was chosen to 
do this work, and all I ask is simple 
justice. That is all.”

In addition to this thrilling story, 
Miss Carroll told me of her acquaint- 
ance wi«h the leaders of the Con fed 
eraoy, of hcr «dations with Governor 
Hicks, and of a conversation with 
General Grant concerning the Ten­
nessee campaign. She was a per­
sonal friend of Jefferson Davis, and 
tried hard to persuade him to re­
main in the Union, prophesying to 
him that he would lose all if he 
persisted in bis intent to secede. 
He, in turn, tried to persuade her to 
remain true to the «South.

But perhaps the most interesting 
story was her interview with Gen­
eral Grant. At this time she was 
considering whether to apply to 
Congress for remuneration for the 
largo sums expended (by request of 
the War Department), in printinL 
and distributing her pamphlets, and 
also for recognition as the author of 
the Tennessee plan. Shu met Gen­
eral Grant, and told him the story 
bore related. “He was like a child,” 
she said. “ lie asked me all about 
it, and how I came to think of i 
and until I described my plan to 
him, and showed how success came 
from its consummation, I am con­
vinced that he had no conception 
that it was this that brought 
victory. Ile evidcntlv had thought 
nothing ahqiG it. until I called it to 
his notice. After I had pointed out 
to him how and why it was that the 
Tennessee river instead of the Mis­
sissippi, was the proper line of attack 
as his successes bad proved, be ex­
claimed, • Why, every soldier ought 
to have thought of it ! ’ 4 Yes,’ I re­
plied, 4 every soldier ought; but who 
did? Did you, General Grant? 
And if you did not, xvho did ? ’ And 
he was silent. He never claimed to 
have thought of it, nor has any one 
else.”

Such is tho story of Anna Ella 
Carroll, though it is impossible to 
reproduce its vivid narration. She 
was God’s agent in the nation’s day 
of peril. She it was whose genius 
grasped the situation and solved the 
problem whereby 44 The Father of 
Waters again goes un vexed to the 
sea.”

This being so, the question at once,

arises why she has not fang ago 
been acknowledged as the heroine of 
the civil war, and awarded her legi­
timate place in history by tbo side 
of the men who led our cause to 
victory.
