Richmond, May G.—The Snpreme 
Court of Appeals of Virginia to day 
rendered a decision in the case of 
T. J. Cluverius, convicted in this 
city of the murder, on March 13, 
1885, of Fannie Lillian Madison. 
Tho case is known as the reservoir 
murder mystery. The judgment of 
the lower court is fully sustained, 
the eight bills of exception filed by 
tho prisoner’s counsel being all over­
ruled.

Cluverius will surely be hanged 
unless Executive clemency inter­
poses.

L. W. Rose, the aged keeper of 
the Richmond city reservoir, discov­
ered the body of a young woman 
floating in the reservoir at 7 o’clock 
on the morning of March 14, 1885. 
There were footprints of a man and 
woman on the embankment. When 
the body was taken out it was cov 
ered with mud. The arms were 
bent up in front of the body, with 
the hands clenched, and lumps of 
mud grfisped in the hands. There 
was a slight bruise on tho forehead 
and another on the lower lip, both 
of which seemed lo have been made 
by a blow. The Coroner’s examina­
tion showed that she would have be­
come a mother in ajiout one month.

The body, after several days, was 
identified as that of Fannie Lillian 
Madison, of King William county, 
and circumstances led to the arrest 
of T. J. Cluverius, a young lawyer, 
whose home was in King and Queen 
county, about thirty miles ft om 
Richmond. He and the gill were 
second cousins, and had been very 
fond of each other. At tho lime of 
the death of Miss Madison,-however, 
C'uverius was engaged to be married 
to a reputed heiress in the county. 
Since his incarceration this young 
lady has married another man.

When Cluverius was arrested lie 
said he would be able lo account for | 
every hour of Ins time spent in Rich­
mond. but at the trial ho failed lo do 
so. The only motive ascribed for 
the crime is that Cluverius seduced 
Miss Madison, and ihat, being at 
the same time engaged to a wealthy 
young lady, he deemed it necessary 
to remove a possible obstacle to his 
marriage.

It is the theory that the couple 
went out that night to look ibr^lV 
lying-in place for Lillian Madison, 
and it. may be that he made her be­
lieve that the wooden buildings in 
the reservoir enclosure were houses 
wherein she could have attention.

The evidence showed that Cluver­
ius was an arclj hypocrite. He 
stood well in his community, was an 
apparently devout Baptist, a Sunday 
school teacher and superintendent, 
yet for years lie had been consorting 
with women of ill fame. He was 
refined in his language, and yet 
wrote his cousin one of the foulest 
productions ever put on paper. He 
sang Gospel hymns whên the officers 
wore bringing him to Richmond, 
and when committed to the prison 
cell told the officers that" ho wanted 
to retire and pray. He has been 
one of the coolest criminals ever 
seen in court. lie has never winced 
or shown uneasiness save Once, and 
that was when ho thought the mob 
around the Court House were ready 
to lynch him.
