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condition, according to 324 reports, is
110.

Corn is likely to yield less than an 
average crop, the average of 235 re­
ports being 92.

It is too early to give any trust­
worthy indicatieu of the yield of root 
crops, tW- for such as it is worth the 
average of 264 reports shows a condi­
tion of 104. ’

This is the bearing year of most ef 
oar apple orchards, and accordingly 
the aammary ot 284 represents the 
crop promising a yield of 106. The 
yield ot “ other fmits” has been, or is 
likely to Be, abondant also. Accord­
ing to 281 reports, the condition ot 
“other crops'’ than apples is 104.

A ffldE special crops are mentioned 
here and there in the reports. Accord - 
ing to them, peaches will be a very 
good crop, flax one of the best on 
record, there being also ait increased 
acreage under the crop, and hops a 
condition of 80.

The crops in the Maritime Prevmces 
promise an excellent yield, and all ac­
counts agree that the cultivation of 
wheat has increased largely there dur­
ing the year.

The report from Manitoba and the 
North-west shows that the acreage 
under all kinds of crops has been very 
much increased, and that a bountiful 
yield of all kinds of produce may be 
expected.—The Olobe.

Relieving the Distress in 
land.

Ire-

The Echo thus comments.on the re­
port of the Honorary Secretary of the 
Relief Committee on the distribution
of the American funds:—

“ Since the announcements made of 
the large contributions offered by Am­
erica to the New York Herald fund for 
the relief ofthe distress in Ireland, very 
little has been stated of the doings 
ef the committee to the distribution.
A report in a recent number of that 
paper details the operations of the com­
mittee to the end of May. They seem 
to have set to work in a very sensible 
fashion. They husbanded their re­
sources while the Mansion House -and 
Duchess of Marlborough’s funds were 
most active, and now that the latter 
are approaching exhaustion, ihe Am­
erican money is being spent more free­
ly. Instead of giving one special dole 
and leaving a place, the Herald Com­
mittee pot 800 places on the list for 
regular fortnightly contributions.—
The Duke of Edinburgh lent them the 
use of the gunboat “ Goshawk,” and 
they loaded her with ciothlpg and ma­
terials tot making up for children, and 
with cans of the soup which were 
brought over from the United States 
by the “ Constellation.” Rev. Dr. Hep- 
worth, iu a fortnight’s trip, distributed 
these things among the Western Is­
lands. $10,000 was spent in feeding 
the children at the schools, and 51,214 
children every day received a meal of 
a penny loaf of bread with milk, where 
it can be got cheaply, and in some of 
the convents cocoa was furnished.
The effect of tbit regimen as a change 
from Indian meal is a wonderful im­
provement in the health of the little 
ones, but the children could not go to 
school without clothes, and to provide 
these a ladies' committee was formed 
in Dublin, and over 700 seamstresses 
are maintained in that city by the 
work provided for them in making 
corduroy trousers and flannel blouses 
tor the boys and linsey dresses, and 
calico chemises for the girls. Over 17,- 
000 children have thus been well 
clothed. The discount allowed on the 
cost of materials has covered the cost 
of postage, stationery, and the fund 
has been managed at acostof only one- 
half per cent. About £600 has been 
spent upon Ashing nets for the poor 
fishermen of Kerry and Clare, and 
fishing gear and repair boats for the 
Islanders of the coasts of Mayo, Gal­
way and Donegal, have cost another

680 barrels of flour, 148 barrels of oat 
mpal, 58 barrels of canned meat, and 
seven cases of clothing.

The Cloud fea the Cost

The latest despatches from Eastern 
Europe have taken on a decidedly war­
like tone, and from present appear­
ances no one need be surprised if hos­
tilities should speedily break ont. The 
Berlin Conference has awarded a por­
tion of Turkish territory to Greece 
en the ond hand and to Montenegro 
on the other, with a view to the forma­
tion ef what Lord BeaconefleM would 
call “ scientlflc” frontiers. This 
award, if acquiesced in by the Porte, 
would have removed the most burning 
ot the elements of the Eastern ques­
tion; bat it seems to be now all but 
certain that the Turkish Government 
is preparing to resist Greek encroach­
ment on the south, and that it 14 abet­
ting the Albanians in their resistance 
to Montenegrin encroachment on the 
north. The situation is fall of danger 
te the peace of Europe; but there are 
fortunately, prospects that the war, if 
it does take piece, will be localized. 
If Greece attempts to seize the terri­
tory awarded to her, as she will pro­
bably do, the Powers are to some ex­
tent bound to protect her iu the effort 

_4o obtain what they have iust unani­
mously affirmed to be rightfully her’s. 
If there is armed resistance on the 
part of Turkey, the war can hardly, 

, have any other result than the collapse 
of Turkish rule iu Europe, and the 
substitution of some other political 
autonomy for it. Left to herself 
Greece might not be able to effect much 
against even so effete a government as 
that ot Turkey, but the matter la not 
likely to be left to the combatants 
themselves. For some time past Greece 
has been ostentatiously arming, and 
now the report comes that Turkey is 
mobilizing her army. To make mat­
ters worse for the latter, Russian in­
trigue is at work to create a diversion 
by bringing about a union between 
Bulgaria and Eastern Ronmelia, the 
counterpoise of which is the threaten­
ed extension of Austrian occupation 
endorsed by Germany. So long as 
there is want of harmony between the 
Powers, so long the Porte can play its 
game of passive resistance, bat there 
seems to be little hope of Unbeing able 
to defeat the Greek and Montenegrin 
attempts to occupy the awarded terri­
tory. The Greek force is estimated 
to reach 60,000, while the Turkish 
War Minister hopes to be able a fort­
night hence to pnj 21,000 men in the 
field.— Toronto Olobe. #

Toronto. July 7.—Yesterday after­
noon, Bennett, lion Geo.

London, July 9.—The Herald 
meteorological bureau cabled the fol­
lowing prediction : -On Tuesday, July 
6th, a disturbance will arrive on the 
British and Norwegian coasts. Be­
tween the 7th and 9th, it is likely to 
develope energy. The above predic­
tion is completely fulfilled. Yester­
day a terrific thunder storm broke 
with great violence over North and 
South Shields, accompanied with vivid 
flashes of lightning and heavy rainfall. 
Several streets were flooded and a 
large amount of pro petty was dam­
aged. During the storm iu Hadding­
tonshire fdur tramps were struck by 
iigbtning. One was killed, two were 
injured about the face and the fourth 
escaped unhurt. A severe storm visit­
ed the metropolis yesterday, the thun­
der and lightning being exceedingly 
severe, and the downpour of rain very 
heavy. In the north of Scotland 
great damage has been done to the bay 
and grain crops by the heavy rain, 
which has fallen almost without inter­
mission for nearly a week. In the 
town of Bariff there has been consider­
able injury to property by flooding. 
Many streets are rnunfny with water 
a foot deep. The rivers in Aberdeen­
shire and Bannfshire are swollen, and 
their overflow has destroyed the crops 
in the low lying fields along their 
banks.

London, Jolv 9.—The rumor that 
Pn«sia has offered to assist Greece 
with 20,000 soldiers is confirmed.— A 
laie despatch from Pekin, dated July 
2nd, states that Chang How has been 
reprieved.—A qow Island has been 
found off St. Georgian Azores, cover­
ing about 18,000 square yards.

! erriile Gat Explosion in the 
Brilith Metropolis.

STKEETS TORN CP AND HOUSES SHAT 
TERED.

London, Jnly 5, 1880.—A terrible 
explosion of gas occnrred this evening 
at six o’clock. In a street iu lha vici­
nity of Tottenham Court Road foi­
sonne time past gas was noticed escap­
ing and a man was sent to examine 
the pipes. He applied a light and » 
series ot explosions occnmii, com 
mencing at the npper end of Charlotte 
and running like a mine down Char­
lotte, along Percy under Tottenham 
Court road. There were six distinct 
explosions in varions parts, each form­
ing a deep trench from eight to ten 
yards long.

From the large traffic prevailing in 
this densely populated neighbourhood 
it is surprising that the list of casual­
ties is not larger than is at present re­
ported. There are two persons i illed, 
two fatally wonudedoaud thirty more 
or less injured. From one trench six­
teen persons were extricated. Four 
hundred houses are injuren and one 
demolished. Many having large rents 
are rendered untenantable. All the 
windows along the line of explosion 
wire demolished, the chimney pots 
thrown down, and the shock was felt 
as far np as Hampstead road. Dense 
volumes of gas issued from the 
trenches, and the air was charged al­
most to suffocation. 1 he perform­
ance ef“ Forget Me Not” at the Prince 
of Wales’ had to be suspended. The 
streets and buildings in the neighbour­
hood aro in total darkness.

Vast crowds flocked to the scene of 
the disaster, and a large body of police 
and firemen are on duty. An eye­
witness, who was standing at his door 
in Charlotte Street, says he noticed a 
cloud of bricks and stones shoot np a 
hundred feet into the air, followed by 
a load report which rolled down the 
street like artillery fire. Ho observed 
people stagger and fall and the ground 
shook as it there was an earthquake. 
The man who applied the light in 
search of the leak was blown a great 
distance away and killed. The great­
est excitement prevails in the neigh­
bourhood.

Despatches from Constantinople 
continue to wear a threatening and dis­
agreeable aspect. It begins to be tnoro 
apparent that the Sultan has resolved 
to cast the tate of Turkey upon the 
hazard of the die in the diplomatie 
box. The Porte—despite the earnest 
and repeated representation of Mr.
Goschen, the British Ambassador^ that 
resistance on the part ol Turkey to the 
Berlin decision, will bring on a strug­
gle in which the Porte will have to 
tight the combined signatory Powers 
to the Tieaty of' Berlin—continues to 
prepare for war. It is understood 
that Mr. Goschen, at the interview of 
Monday, labored hard to impress the 
Sultan's mind with the idea that in 
case of war, England, whose policy is 
announced by Mr. Gladstone to be the 
steady and certain fulfilment of the 
Berlin Treaty, would not be in a posi­
tion to render him the least-assistance, 
and that tho Porte had no other triend 
among the Governments of Europe.
To this the Saltan replied that the de­
cision of the recent Conference had 
not yet been presented to him, and 
there would be time enough to discuss 
the question ol war or no war alter he 
had been officially notified of the in 
tention of the Powers, in case the 
Porte foum| itself unable or indispos­
ed to deliver to Greece the territory 
he had understood the agreement 
had specified. Allot this means noth­
ing but an effoit on the part of Turkey 
to gain time in the hope that the un­

Russia and China.

A, Potato Boo Exterminator.— 
Mr. Brenner, of St. Laurent, near 
Montreal, has i.n use the following 
novel and very speedy method offcill- 
ing potato bags, which would save 
on large farms an enormous amount 
of time and trouble. He uses a sugar 
hogshead by placing it upon a waggoo, 
ana, after boring two boles at one end, 
insert tworubber tubes with a “ rose” 
fastened supon each, then fills the 
hogshead with Paris green and water. 
A horse is attached to it with a man 
sitting behind driving at a lively pace 
and another distributing the deadly 
fluid. Several acres of potatoes may 
be gone over in this way la one day, 
and the efleet will be startling, es, 
penally if performed in tho heat of the 
<toy when the plante are dry.

A despatch from St. Petersburg 
states that the Russian Government 
has instructed Prof. Narteoz to draw 
up a report upm international rules 
regulating and regarding laws of the 
blockade, for the guidance of the com­
manders of Russian war vessels, in 
the event of a war with China. Should 
a war break out, the Russian Govern­
ment, it is said, will endeavor to main­
tain a very strict blockade of Chinese 
ports. China has a formidable army 
and the foundation of a comparatively 
efficient naval force. Her army con­
sists ot two great divisions, the first 
recruited from immediate subjects of 
the ruling dynasty, the Tartars, and 
the second by the Chinese and other 
sabject races. The purely Chinese 
army is divided into a multitude of 
corps widely distributed over the em­
pire. The navy consists of eight iron­
clad gnnboats, built in England in 1877 
and 1879. They are called Alpha, 
Beta, Gamma, Delta, Epsilon, Zeta, 
Eta and Theta. They have engines of 
310 horse power, a speed of nine knots, 
and are armed with gone ot some 27 
to 38 tons, which are worked by hy­
draulic power. The navy of Russia 
consists of two first class ironclads, 
with three 35 ton guns each; nine 
second-class ironclads, sixteen third- 
class ironclads, and two circular moni­
tors. In addition to this, Russia has 
a large fleet of sailing vessels and 
wooden men ot war, at|d has recently 
increased this branch of her service 
by the purchase of a number of fast 
sailing trade ships.

Hew to Vwim.

As the warm season advances and 
bathing in lake and river will form a 
very desirable recreation and enjoy­
ment to a great many, it may be well 
to recommend to the recollection of 
those who have net learned to swim, 
a few plain directions which may be 
found advantageous in preserving life. 
Men are drowned by raising their 
arms above the water, the nnbooyed 
weight of which depresses the bead 
Animals have neither motion nor 
ability to act in a similar manner, and 
therefore swim natuially. When a 
man falls into deep water he will rise 
to the surface and will continue there 
if he does not elevate his bands, If be 
moves bis hands under water auy way 
he pleases, his head will rise so high 
as to allow full liberty to breathe, and 
if he will use his legs as in the act of 
walking, or rather walking up stairs, 
bis shoulders will rise above the water. 
The weight of the human body and 
tho weight of the water differ so little 
that the least exertion in the proper 
direction, and above all presence of 
mind, is sufficient to meet any imme­
diate danger from drowning.
